Carl Perkins Reallocations
Background
The formula allocation planning figures are derived from the most current data available at the time the information is generated and disseminated to the field.
The law requires that data from the previous year be used:  i.e., 2010-11 data for 2011-12 formula allocation applications.  Therefore, during the reallocation process, this adjustment is made.

At reallocation time, all “available” carryover is added to the amount of money being reallocated to districts that are participating in current year formula allocation funding.
Carryover contains two types of money:

· dollars not expended by grantees in the previous fiscal year and

· dollars from non-participating districts in the current fiscal year.
These carryover monies are added to the current fiscal year federal appropriation and this “sum” is used for the reallocation calculation.  Once this step is completed, the grantees are notified of the reallocation.  A budget modification is required, regardless if the amount of money increases or decreases for a grantee.
Typically, the reallocation is released in late December.  There are two factors which cause the reallocation to be released in the middle of the grant period.  All third Friday counts have to be submitted to DPI and Title I numbers are released from the feds.  Both need to be available in order to do the reallocation calculations.
Grantee Reallocation Options select one
Continue to Do More of the Same
If the monies are budgeted to continue to do more of the same within the approved project activities, the grantee must:

· “Update” the original approval by completing all four sections of the budget/budget modification form (PI-1303-A)

· Include a statement that these monies will be used to support existing, approved project activities (Rationale/Section II)
· Submit PI-1303-A as an e-mail attachment to denise.byrd@dpi.wi.gov
Conduct New Activities
If these monies are being budgeted to support activities which are not described in your approved project, the grantee must:

· “Update” the original approval by completing all four sections of the budget/budget modification form (PI-1303-A)
· Submit a “revised” application and budget are required; i.e., all appropriate sections of the application form (PI-1303-C, PI-1303-F)

· Attach a revised Operational Plan

· Attach an updated POS Listing if a POS has been added to the grant.

· Attach a POS Description if a POS has been added to the grant.

Frequently Asked Question
1. Do I need to complete a “brand new” PI-1303-A budget template in order to submit a reallocation request?

No.  It is more efficient to “update” an existing file than starting all over.

The grantee should use the electronic copy of the ones described in the question 2, modify to reflect the final allocation, and e-mail to DPI/CTE.

2. How do I know which is the most current version of my approval?
· If a 2011-12 grant award has been released, the “most current” approved budget would be the one enclosed with the grant award letter.

· If a 2011-12 grant award has not been released so far this fiscal year, the “most current” approved budget would be the one submitted with the original application.

3. How can the reallocation go down?  I thought reallocation always resulted in “extra” money for my grant.

Yes, it is possible for the reallocation to actually decrease a grantee’s allocation.

If the factors included in the reallocation change significantly from the initial planning figure calculation, the reallocation can result in a decrease.  As an example, for 2011-12:
· federal appropriation slightly decreased,

· minimal carryover was available,

· none of the 2R charter schools chose to participate,

· census data changed, and

· new K-12 enrollment data used.

For 2011-12, the reallocation resulted in a number of grantees with a formula allocation decrease.
