Discretionary
Program Description:  The passage of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006 (hereafter cited as CPA 4) provides secondary and post-secondary career and technical education programs with federal assistance for a five-year period, from July 1, 2007-June 30, 2012.

The purpose of this Act is “to develop more fully the academic and career and technical skills of secondary education students and postsecondary education students who elect to enroll in career and technical education programs, by--

(1) building on the efforts of States and localities to develop challenging academic and technical standards and to assist students in meeting such standards, including preparation for high skill, high wage, or high demand occupations in current or emerging professions;

(2) promoting the development of services and activities that integrate rigorous and challenging academic and career and technical instruction, and that link secondary education and postsecondary education for participating career and technical education students;
(3) increasing State and local flexibility in providing services and activities designed to develop, implement, and improve career and technical education, including tech prep education; 

(4) conducting and disseminating national research and disseminating information on best practices will improve career and technical education programs, services, and activities;
(5) providing technical assistance that--

(A) promotes leadership, initial preparation, and professional development at the State and local levels; and

(B) improves the quality of career and technical education teachers, faculty, administrators, and counselors;

(6) supporting partnerships among secondary schools, postsecondary institutions, baccalaureate degree granting institutions, area career and technical education schools, local workforce investment boards, business and industry, and intermediaries; and

(7) providing individuals with opportunities throughout their lifetimes to develop, in conjunction with other education and training programs, the knowledge and skills needed to keep the United States competitive.”
Who is Eligible to Apply:  Title I: Formula Allocation (Formula Allocation Funding)

Wisconsin's public secondary school districts (including a public charter school that operates as a local educational agency) apply for federal funds to improve career and technical education programs through the development and submittal of an application (PI-1303 or PI-1303-B) and a budget (PI-1303-A) based on Wisconsin's 2007-12 State Plan for use of the federal funds; i.e., to develop, improve, or refine Programs of Study.

Secondary schools apply through their local education agency (LEA) or contract with another school district (66.03) or with a Cooperative Education Service Agency (CESA) for the grant.

Districts that are eligible for less than $15,000 through the formula allocation calculation are required to form a consortium until this $15,000 threshold is met.

A DPI certified LVEC/CTE Coordinator shall be employed by the grantee and shall fully oversee all aspects of the project—planning, evaluation, improvement, and implementation of the project.
