Skills Standards Assurances
Only the District Administrator or School Principal are authorized to fill out the program assurances portion of the Skills Standards Program Registration.  By entering their name, it serves as their signature that the applicant agrees to comply with those assurances and conduct the program in accordance with state and federal laws, rules, and regulations.

These are annual programs, so assurances must be entered annually.  A suggestion is to check all programs that apply to your district.  The password for the school district will not change from year to year, so keep it in a safe place to refer to in the upcoming years.  Passwords are case sensitive!

Select the "Assurances" link, in the red menu bar at the top of the page to complete the program assurances portion of the Skills Standards Program Registration for EACH participating school within your school district.

Select the school you are entering the assurances for in the drop-down listing at the top of the page.

Fill in all pertinent information and select “Submit Assurances” button at the top or bottom of the page.

To preview the assurance, click on the “Registration” link in the menu bar at the top of the page and select the “Preview Assurances” link.
