The studŜƴǘΩǎ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ƛǎ ƭƛǎǘŜŘ 

under Mi School, and if the student changes schools, he/she can update it under Change Mi School.   

Please look at the right-hand side, a bread crumb trail of recently view web pages is listed under Recent
