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STATE STATUTE AND FEDERAL LAW REQUIRING ASSESSMENT OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY

STATE STATUTE:

Required annually by state statute: 


s.115.96 (1), Wis. Stats.:  “Count of limited-English proficient pupils.  Annually, on or before March 1, each school board shall conduct a count of the limited-English proficient pupils in the public schools of the district, assess the language proficiency of such pupils and classify such pupils by language group, grade level, age and English language proficiency.”

NCLB:

Required annually by NCLB (under Title I)

Sec. 1111(b)(7):  ‘‘(7) ACADEMIC ASSESSMENTS OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY. —Each State plan shall demonstrate that local educational agencies in the State will, beginning not later than school year 2002–2003, provide for an annual assessment of English proficiency (measuring students’ oral language, reading, and writing skills in English) of all students with limited English proficiency in the schools served by the State educational agency, except that the Secretary may provide the State 1 additional year if the State demonstrates that exceptional or uncontrollable circumstances, such as a natural disaster or a precipitous and unforeseen decline in the financial resources of the State, prevented full implementation of this paragraph by that deadline and that the State will complete implementation within the additional 1-year period."
