
Information that must be Included in a Notice to Parents regarding
Supplemental Educational Services
Schools identified for improvement for three years in a row are required to annually notify parents of eligible students, in a language and format parents can understand, that supplemental educational services are available. Schools must also furnish parents with a state-approved list of service providers.

Notice to Parents
The notice to parents must contain information about the following:

· The availability of supplemental educational services no later than the end of the first full year after the school has been identified for improvement. 

· A list of state-approved supplemental educational service providers in the school district or those reasonably available in nearby districts. 

· A brief description of the services, qualifications, and demonstrated effectiveness of each provider. 

· How parents can request and obtain help from the school in choosing a provider. 

· Fair and equitable procedures to be used if approved providers are oversubscribed and unable to take additional students. 

The school must protect the identities of students eligible for or receiving supplemental educational services. 

When:	Before end of first year school is placed in improvement.





Who:	Schools receiving Title I funds who have not met AYP for three years in a row.
