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	Adviser Recognition Award


The Adviser Recognition Award has been created to honor FBLA advisers, co-advisers, and assistant advisers for their years of service to local FBLA chapters.  The advisers receiving this award will be those who have led active FBLA chapters according to the State and National Bylaws and have contributed time and encouragement to the advancement of FBLA.

The award will be a certificate given for five, ten, fifteen, twenty, and twenty-five years of service.  Presentation of the award to the adviser should be made during FBLA Week at a special meeting or banquet of the FBLA chapter, during a school assembly, or a faculty meeting.

REQUIREMENT/PROCEDURES

1. The entrant must have served as an assistant, co-adviser, or head adviser for the appropriate number of years.

2. The chapters of FBLA served have all been in good standing with both the state and national associations (dues paying) during the years of service.

3. Years served do not have to be consecutive.

4. Years served may be from different schools.

5. Years served outside the state of Wisconsin are eligible.

6. A local chapter may submit the names of as many advisers as meet the requirement for this award.

7. Forms to be signed by both the local president and a school administrator.

8. Forms must be received at the FBLA State Office no later than January 15.

9. Certificate will be mailed from the FBLA State Office to the school in care of the local FBLA president.

10. Presentation of the award should be made during FBLA Week.  It is recommended that the chapter president and a representative of the school administration jointly make the presentation.  This procedure will promote extensive recognition and acknowledgment of the FBLA adviser’s service to the school and community, as well as the Future Business Leaders of America.

11. The FBLA State Office and the state president will send letters of congratulations to the recipients with copies to the school administrators identified on the entry forms.

12. All recipients will be listed within an issue of the Wisconsin FBLA e-Bulletin and the Business & Information Technology Newsletter.
13. Each FBLA chapter reporter should publicize its local recipient in the school and local newspapers.  It is recommended that further recognition also be given the recipient later in the year at school awards programs or end-of-year banquets.

14. Additional recognition may be given during the FBLA State and National Leadership Conferences.

15. The Adviser Recognition Award program is intended to continue as an annual FBLA Week activity.
