2. Each national officer candidate must complete the FBLA Officer Candidate Worksheet. The candidate can download the worksheet from the FBLA website or request via E-mail from the state office operations associate. The worksheet must be received at the State Office no later than March 7, 2012.
3. Each national officer candidate must submit one (1) copy of their campaign brochure to the State Office by March 7, 2012. After State Office approval, the candidate will duplicate 350 copies and bring to the State Leadership Conference prior to registration on the first day.

4. Officer screening is scheduled during Regional Leadership Conferences (RLC) on February 4, 2012. Candidates will be screened at their corresponding RLC.
5. National officer candidates must declare their office by March 7, 2012, by completing the National Office Declaration form available via the FBLA website.
6. If there is more than one national officer candidate, it is required that all candidates present campaign speeches at the first delegate assembly of the Wisconsin State Leadership Conference. If there is only one candidate, the campaign speech becomes optional.

7. If there is more than one national office candidate, the voting delegates will vote for the one candidate Wisconsin will support at the FBLA National Leadership Conference.

8. Please see the National Officer Candidate Guide for a complete list of criteria for national officer candidates.

9. Please understand that State Office representatives cannot chaperone national officers to out-of-state meetings other than the FBLA National Leadership Conference, due to financial restrictions from the Department of Public Instruction.
