Residential Summer Camp & Non-Residential Day Camp Site





Reimbursed only for meals served to campers who have been individually determined to be eligible for free or reduced price school meals, based upon income eligibility applications.





Migrant Site





Serves primarily migrant children.  Can be open or enrolled.  Certification from migrant organization that attests that the site serves families of migrant farm workers required for eligibility documentation.





National Youth Sports Program





Sponsor certifies that it participates in the National Youth Sports Program.  Serves only children enrolled in NYSP.  Automatically eligible based on NYSP criteria.





A site is a physical location where program meals are served.  SFSP sites are located in areas where poor economic conditions exist.
