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Regulations require that sponsors annually make available to the media a public release announcing the availability of free meals to all enrolled children ( no separate charge is imposed) without regard to race, sex, color, disability, age, or national origin, and the procedure for filing a complaint. It does not have to be printed or broadcast; you need only make it available to the news media.
