Section I—General Information

Ensure that contact information for both the Education for Homeless Children and Youth (EHCY) contact person and the WSLS/ISES local administrator is included. The district EHCY coordinator and WSLS/ISES local administrator will need to work together to complete this report. 

Section II—PK Students Served But Not Enrolled

Provide district counts of preschool (below K4) students served but not enrolled into an early education program. Include students for whom only transportation services are provided. Only students who do not have a WSN should be included in this section of the report.

Every student identified as homeless and enrolled at any point during the school year should be listed by:

· WSN,

· Student Name (Last Name, First Name),
· School (most recent enrollment in your district for 2010-11), and

· WSLS Enrollment Date (MM/DD/YYYY) for School.

The attached spreadsheet is pre-populated with information from the most recent ISES records for students identified as homeless and enrolled in your district. The WSLS Enrollment Date is the most recent enrollment date in the WSLS for your district. You may need to add or remove students identified as homeless that were enrolled in your district at any point during the school year. Ensure all submitted information is accurate. Students served but never enrolled for 2010-11 should not be included.
