	I. ARRA INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE
	

	The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), recently signed into law (February 17, 2009) by President Obama, promises new one-time supplemental funding for education over the next two to three years. This funding is in addition to annual allocations that will be available for the 2009-2010 school year. All ARRA funds must be obligated by September 30, 2011. The four principles which guide distribution and use of ARRA funds are:
1. Spends funds quickly to save and create jobs.

2. Improve student achievement through school improvement and reform, with emphasis on four areas:
(1)
development of standards and assessments that are valid and reliable for all students, including English language learners (ELLs) and 
students with disabilities;
(2)
establishing data systems to track progress;
(3) 
improving teacher effectiveness and equitable distribution of qualified teachers; and
(4)
providing intensive support and effective interventions for low-performing schools.
3. Ensure transparency, reporting, and accountability which requires quarterly reporting.

4. Invest one-time ARRA funds thoughtfully to minimize unsustainable budget commitments when these funds expire.

1. Where feasible, ensure educational programs in juvenile facilities are coordinated with the student’s home school, particularly with respect to special education students with an individualized education program. 

2. Notify the local school if a youth is identified as in need of special education services while in the facility. 

3. Where feasible, provide transition assistance to help the youth stay in school, including coordination of services for counseling, assistance in accessing drug and alcohol abuse prevention programs, tutoring, and family counseling. 

4. Provide support programs which encourage youth who have dropped out to re-enter school once their term has been completed or provide such youth with the skills necessary for such youth to gain employment or seek a secondary school diploma or its recognized equivalent. 

5. Work to ensure such facilities are staffed with teachers and other qualified staff who are trained to work with children with disabilities and other students with special needs taking into consideration the unique needs of such children and students.
