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Criteria for Administering

The Lorraine Missling Scholarship
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A.
The Selection Committee shall be composed of:

1.
The Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA) state adviser or a secondary business education teacher selected by the FBLA Executive Board.

2.
A representative selected by the UW-Eau Claire Development and University Relations office who is responsible for coordinating the committee to determine the scholarship recipients.

B.
Criteria for the selection of FBLA scholarship recipients:

1.
A recipient must currently be a member of Wisconsin FBLA. Each local FBLA chapter may submit one application.

2.
A recipient must currently be of senior standing at the secondary level.

3.
A recipient must show serious intent to enroll in an approved program leading to a degree in business education or information technology or business administration or accounting. To ensure that the recipient meets the above criterion, the monetary award will not be made until the Selection Committee receives verification of completion of the first semester or its equivalent by the chair of Business Education Department, Business Administration Department or Accounting Department of the institution whether the student is enrolled. It is the recipient’s responsibility to furnish the representative from the UW-Eau Claire Development and University Relations office who is coordinating the Selection Committee with verification of his/her grades.

4. A recipient must complete the designated application form electronically from the Wisconsin FBLA Awards & Scholarship website at http://dpi.wi.gov/fbla/awards.html. The application form must be completed in triplicate—one copy mailed to the UW-Eau Claire Foundation, one copy submitted to the FBLA state adviser, and a third copy retained by the applicant. The application form must be received by January 15 of the year the scholarship will be presented. The official presentation of the scholarship will be made at the annual Wisconsin FBLA State Leadership Conference.
