Each pupil may be counted on only one line of the table on the pupil count report MC-1567, MC-1567-A and B. Do not convert pupils to FTE. Do Not Count the Following Pupils: Preschool non-Special Education students, students whose programs are totally paid for by Title 1, students in a federal "Head Start Program."
NOTE 1: The question often arises as to where 3, 4, 5, or 6 year old special education pupils should be recorded. If there is any question, the answer will depend on the type of kindergarten program the district offers and the age of the pupil.

Count the Following Pupils:

1.
Pre-School – Special Education: 

This is typically a 3- or 4-year-old Special Education program. Count the number of special education pupils present, who are a minimum of age 3 on or prior to the membership count date. If your school does not offer a 4-year old kindergarten program, then 4-year old special education pupils must be counted here.

2.
4-Year Old Kindergarten (437 hrs): 

The number of pupils present, who are age 4 on or before September 1 of the current school year or are admitted under s. 120.12(25), in a program that meets each week for the entire school year and constitutes at least one-half of the instructional time of the first graders of the school. (s. 120.12(25) is a provision allowing early enrollment.) 
A 4-Year Old Kindergarten program shall have at least 437 hours of direct pupil instruction. The school may substitute 87.5 hours of the scheduled 437 hours for outreach activities.

3.
4-Year Old Kindergarten (524.5 hrs):

The number of pupils present, who are age 4 on or before September 1 of the current school year or admitted under s. 120.12(25), in a program that meets each week for the entire school year and constitutes at least one-half of the instructional time of the first graders of the school. 

This 4-Year Old Kindergarten program shall have at least 437 hours of direct pupil instruction, plus at least 87.5 hours of outreach activities for a minimum total of 524.5 hours, exclusive of Title 1 time. The school shall NOT substitute instructional time for outreach activities.

4.
5-Year Old Kindergarten ½ Day

The number of pupils present, who are age 5 on or before September 1 of the current school year or admitted under s. 120.12(25), in a program that meets each week for the entire school year and constitutes at least one-half of the instructional time of the first graders of the school. A program of this type usually meets for half a day every day but other configurations can be utilized.

5-Year Old Kindergarten 3 Full Days (per week):

The number of pupils present, who are age 5 on or before September 1 of the current school year or admitted under s. 120.12(25), in a program that meets at least three (3) full days each week, but less than four (4) full days, for the entire school year.

6.
5-Year Old Kindergarten 4 Full Days (per week): 

The number of pupils present, who are age 5 on or before September 1 of the current school year or admitted under s. 120.12(25), in a program that meets at least four (4) full days each week, but less than five (5) full days, for the entire school year.

7.
5-Year Old Kindergarten 5 Full days (per week): 

The number of pupils present, who are age 5 on or before September 1 of the current school year or admitted under s. 120.12(25), in a program that meets at least five (5) full days each week, for the entire school year.

8.
Grades 1 - 12: 

The number of pupils present, who are age 6 on or before September 1 of the current school year or admitted under s. 120.12(25) in grades 1- 2.
