This year the PI-1203 School District Statistical Report will again be an online report.

Please read the instructions attached to each report.  You may send a revised PI-1280 any time during the school year in order to keep DPI data current, especially when your district administrator changes, when you change the grade range of a school, or when you open or close a school.  We do not plan to send out a second PI-1280 this year as we have for the past few years, but changes are welcome at any time.  Please use the contact information at the end of this letter.
PI-1280 Public School Update:  The Public School Update establishes the DPI’s public district and school universe that is used for many other DPI data collection and public reporting purposes including:

· the Wisconsin Student Number Locator System (WSLS)
· the Individual Student Enrollment System (ISES)
· the Consolidated Title Application
· the Wisconsin Student Assessment System (WSAS)
· the Wisconsin School Performance Report
· the ESEA Report Card
· the PI-1202 Fall Staff Report
· the 2011-2012 electronic Special Education Leadership Directory
· Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)
· the 2011-2012 Wisconsin School Directory
Forms, electronic files, and WSAS Pre-ID labels/header sheets will be created based on the public schools which are open on the DPI database in August.  Districts which fail to provide information about school changes (closings, new schools, changed grade configurations) on the PI-1280 may experience misrouting or delayed receipt of certain test materials.  Only schools submitted as open in fall 2011 will receive WSAS labels.  Labels are important because they free local staff from the tedious task of providing data manually and because they facilitate more consistent and accurate reporting.

If your district participates in a charter school serving multiple districts, please be sure to consult the last item in the PI-1280 instructions.

PI-1201 Verification of Private Schools within Public District:  As in the previous two years, DPI has listed on the PI-1201 only the school name, addresses, phone number, status, school types, and grade levels of each private school.

Union High School (UHS) districts need to report private schools that are high school oriented within their district.  If a private school serves both elementary and secondary students, the elementary and high school UHS districts need to determine which public school district will provide Title Services.  A private school should not be reported by two public school districts.

If a private school has failed to submit its PI-1207 Private School Report for the school year 2010-2011, there is a status indicator on the PI-1201 indicating “Status Incomplete”.  The failure of the private school to submit the PI-1207 Private School Report could impact the Title funds you are receiving through your Consolidated Title Application.
