Subject: Title III Accountability (AMAO) Update

Dear Colleague,

School year 2010-11 Annual Measurable Achievement Objective (AMAO) reports are now available online through the Secure Access File Exchange (SAFE).
Note that AMAO 1 is now based on the percent of English language learners (ELLs) in your district with a composite ELP level gain of 0.4 or greater. At least 35% of ELLs in your district must have met this criterion in 2010-11. All English language learners with two composite ACCESS scores are included in AMAO 1 calculations.

AMAO 2 is unchanged from last 2009-10. It is based on the percent of all English language learners in a district who have attained proficiency, defined for purposes of AMAO determinations only as an ACCESS composite score of 5.0 or higher. The AMAO 2 proficiency rate required for 2009-10 is 5%.

Note that 5.0 is the earliest point at which students are eligible to exit. District decisions to exit students from services are separate from AMAO determinations and should still be made in accordance with Procedures for Exiting English Language Learners as Fully English Language Proficient.
AMAO 1 and 2 requirements increase slightly each year for the next ten years. Yearly targets are available on the Office of Educational Accountability website and in the amended accountability plan.
