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The Wisconsin Dept. of Public Instruction, Division for Libraries, Technology and Community Learning has facilitated resource sharing in Wisconsin for twenty years with the production of a resource sharing tools such as the WISCAT physical union catalog.   Today, the WISCAT Resource Sharing System consists of a physical union catalog, a virtual union catalog, and an interlibrary loan management system.

WISCAT Virtual Catalog
Libraries and shared systems in Wisconsin have been invited to participate in the WISCAT Z39.50 Virtual Catalog Gateway as host catalogs available for searching and for interlibrary loan request creation.  Thirty nine host catalogs, in addition to the WISCAT union catalog, have been configured so far as searchable databases through the Z39.50 Gateway.  At this time, no school or special library catalogs are available through the Z39.50 Gateway.  The WISCAT staff is working on identifying and configuring more Z39.50 hosts to add to the list of catalogs available for broadcast searching.  

The WISCAT Gateway is configured to allow users to retrieve bibliographic records by searching one or all of the catalogs in a “virtual” or “broadcast” mode.   Full bibliographic records are generally retrieved and displayed.  In some cases, the individual owning library or branch is identified and in other cases, only the broadest holding information is displayed, depending on the host configuration.  Current shelf status information may be displayed if it is output by the host.

WISCAT Interlibrary Loan 

The WISCAT interlibrary loan management software, (referred to as WISCAT ILL), was created by Fretwell-Downing, Inc.  This product is used in several other statewide and regional projects, most notably in Colorado, Minnesota and Ohio.  The WISCAT ILL software manages the interlibrary loan requests that libraries create from the WISCAT union catalog or from the WISCAT virtual catalog.  It creates an intelligent lender string of possible places to send the request, transmits the request to the owning library, tracks the request and maintains statistics on those transactions.  

Libraries are able to participate in the interlibrary loan management system at a variety of levels.  They may fully participate by being both a requester and a responder; they may choose to request materials directly but have another library or agent monitor and respond to their incoming requests; or they may agree to respond only and lend materials to others via the system.  

The WISCAT ILL management system is fully ISO compliant.  The Division has begun to test ISO functionality with OCLC and with other ISO compliant installations.  An upgrade to the WISCAT ILL management system is currently being tested and should be ready for implementation by January 2005.  New functionality will allow for improved brokering of requests at the clearinghouse level, ability to filter lender strings by shelf status and by material format, and the capability for electronic document delivery.  In addition, improved staff and patron interfaces are included.  The Division will test and implement the new functionality in stages.  

The WISCAT ILL management system is scheduled to implement NCIP functionality with another major software upgrade by the end of 2005.  The Division will attempt to identify local NCIP compliant catalogs to initiate testing of the standard when it becomes available.
