DUE TODAY, WEDNESDAY, JUNE 23 - STATE FISCAL STABILIZATION FUNDS (SFSF) VENDOR/EMPLOYMENT IMPACT SURVEY: All school districts receiving SFSF as part of the June 21 equalization aid payment received a vendor/employment impact survey specific to SFSF last week.  The survey was sent via e-mail to the District Administrator and a secondary contact person if one was identified.  Please be aware this survey is due to DPI today.  This information is required under section 1512 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.  DPI will report all of the information to the federal government on behalf of the districts.

2010-11 JULY 1ST AID ESTIMATE: The DPI is required to provide each district per s. 121.15(4)(b) Wis. Stats., with an estimate of 2010-11 general equalization aid. The Finance Team will post the aid estimate on the SFS Team home page on July 1 and send a listserv message announcing the posting. Please be aware the 2009-10 PI-1505 Budget Report is closed as the estimate is being prepared and will re-open on July 1. Questions about the estimate can be directed to a School Finance Consultant.

STATE FISCAL STABILIZATION FUNDS (SFSF) VENDOR/EMPLOYMENT IMPACT SURVEY EMAILED TO DISTRICTS: All school districts receiving SFSF as part of the June 21 equalization aid payment should have received a vendor/employment impact survey specific to SFSF.  The survey was sent Wednesday, June 16th, via e-mail to the District Administrator and a secondary contact person if one has been identified.  The survey is due to DPI on Wednesday, June 23rd.  If you did not receive the e-mail you will need to do the following:

Check with the administrator and additional contact person to determine if a survey was received;

Ask your district’s IT support to check the SPAM filter.  The SPAM filter will need to be open to allow messages from dpiformsmanagement@dpi.wi.gov and the following domain names: vovici.com, vovici.net;

The Department of Labor has issued a memorandum providing school districts guidance concerning the applicability of Davis-Bacon to QSCB and QZAB.
