SAFR Annual Report ≠ Special Education Annual Report
Edit Explanation:
Currently districts are asked to complete a PI 1505 SAFR annual report and a PI 1505 special education annual report.  The submitted data in the two reports should match at both the function and object level.  If the two reports do not match, districts will receive a warning in the special education report; however, the report may be submitted with warnings.  The district will receive an error in the full SAFR annual report.  The district will not be able submit the SAFR annual report until all errors are addressed and the two reports match.  There is a financial data report in the special education report titled “Reconcile PI-1505-SE to PI-1505” which will show the functions and objects that have the discrepancies.   
Edit Remedy:
1. The district should review the identified fund 27, function and object data in the SAFR annual report to determine if the data was submitted correctly as per the district’s ledger.
2. The district should review all the identified functions and object data (all projects) in the special education annual report to determine if the data was submitted correctly as per the district ledger and SAFR.
3. If the district determines that the data submitted in the SAFR annual report is inaccurate, the district should enter the online report via the “School Finance Reporting Portal,” amend the data, and resubmit the report.
4. If the district determines that the data submitted in the special education annual report is inaccurate, the district should enter the online report via the “School Finance Reporting Portal,” amend the data, and resubmit the report
