Record Editing System (RES) is the final opportunity for districts to ensure that data used by the DPI for reporting and accountability are accurate and complete.

 

Districts have this last opportunity to review student demographics and testing status during the WSAS RES window from 8:00 a.m. January 11 until noon on January 20, 2012. This is a district’s final chance to ensure that all students who were tested appear as tested, that all students in their district are accounted for, that no students were inadvertently opted-out, etc. There will be a field to indicate whether or not each student was tested, and which test was used (WKCE or WAA-SwD).

 

RES is the final opportunity for districts to ensure that data used by the DPI for reporting and accountability are accurate and complete.
