District Assessment Coordinators:

WISEdash is a new dashboard tool that allows authorized users to access dashboards on a variety of topics in a single location. At DPI, we believe that multiple indicators of student learning and performance should be incorporated into analysis and decision-making at all levels including the classroom, school, and district. Ultimately, WISEdash will help build a better understanding of educational performance and outcomes for students in your district and all of Wisconsin. Check out our video to get a quick demo of the tool.

What data are available through WISEdash?
DPI is continually working to update WISEdash with new and useful data for our users. For our initial release, the data and dashboards currently available include: 

1. Enrollment and Attendance 

2. Assessments (including WSAS, ACT and AP) 

3. Student Growth Percentiles 

4. Student Profile (only available with a specific security role) 

5. Student Search (only available with a specific security role) 

Please note that the new cut scores for the WKCE (reading and mathematics) are now available in WISEdash.  More information about this transition is available here: http://wise.dpi.wi.gov/wise_dashwsas.
In addition to continuing to add new data and dashboards, DPI is in collaboration with the CESA Statewide Network to produce dynamic e-learning modules that will accompany WISEdash. This curriculum will help educators and administrators make sense of the data to facilitate a statewide culture of data-driven decision making. 

Getting Started
This is a secure release only. Your District Security Administrator will need to assign a WISEdash Application Administrator to grant you access to WISEdash through DPI’s Application Security Manger found in Secure Home. Student Privacy

Protecting student privacy is the highest priority of the DPI. For this reason, we have created three separate user roles within WISEdash. When assigning these roles, districts must be judicious in adhering to district, state, and federal policies that work to protect student privacy. From the most restrictive to the least restrictive, the roles available within WISEdash are as follows: 

Summary Analyst: User is able to view all summary dashboards, but is not able to drill down to the student level data. The Economic Disadvantage filter is not available. 

Student Detail Analyst: User is able to view all summary dashboards and drill down to the student level data. The Economic Disadvantage filter is not available. 

Economic Indicator Analyst: User is able to view all summary dashboards and drill down to the student level data. The Economic Disadvantage filter is available.
