This data is being collected as one record per assignment, so that is now how this file is organized.  For each assignment, we record the percent of the week spent on this assignment (FTE ADVANCE \r0—ADVANCE \r0 full time equivalency), begin and end grade, and the position and assignment area code.  To count people, the data must be unduplicated on social security number (or the arbitrary identification number we have stored in place of the social security number for privacy purposes.)  The enrollment figure included near the end of the record is a total school enrollment, not a by staff person count for staff reporting to a school.  For staff reporting to a district office (i.e. School of Work Location = 0000 or 0999) the enrollment data is for the whole district. Note that our 94-95 version of the file has a two byte filler at the end of the record, changing the record length and blocksize, but not any data fields.
