	Description for Change

	Dual Enrollment Credit
	For all Dual Enrollment Credit courses you are required to populate the Local Course Title field with the following information; 1st) the four (4) digit numeric code for the technical college, private college or UW System, 2nd) the college course number (identifier), and 3rd) the college course title (9999 061 Spanish). See ACT College Codes for Wisconsin to access the four (4) digit numeric code for Wisconsin technical college, private college, and/or UW system.

· This differs from the previous instructions to provide the two digit alpha identifier for a technical college and the four digit numeric identifier for a private college or UW System.

· The updated process will give districts one source that will allow them to identify any technical or private college and/or US System.

	Dual Enrollment Credit ─ Cooperative Academic Partnership Program (CAPP)
	The definition of CAPP has been expanded to include:

· College Credit in High School – Any one of several programs existing in some Wisconsin school district, which allow students to take college-level courses, taught by a high school teacher, and awarded college credit without attending the college campus.

	Dual Enrollment Credit – Transcripted Credit
	The description of transcripted credit has been refined.
· Transcripted Credit (TC) – High school courses taught by a high school teacher through which students can earn technical college credits based on an agreement between the high school and technical college.

	Part-Time Open Enrollment District versus Submitting District
	· These two data field values may not “BE” equal.

· Throw an “error message” when PTOE District code and Submitting District code equal.

	World Language versus Bilingual/ESL
	· These two data field values are mutually exclusive within a section/course record.

· Throw an “error message” when WL and B/ESL indicators are both selected within the same section/course record.

· If you have an equivalency indicator set for an elementary / middle school coursework or a course that resides within one of the core subject areas of; math, science, social studies, or English and Language Arts, please remove the equivalency indicator code or replace with a value of ‘NA’.
· Please refer to Career and Technical Education Equivalency Credit for approved course listing by school year, district, and high school.

	World Language Statistical Analysis Results for SY11-12
	· Ninety-five percent (95%) of districts, 422 in total, reported courses in the World Language subject areas “06” for secondary level or “56” for elementary level. 

· Twenty-one (21) districts did not report offering any World Language courses.
· Fifty percent (50%) of districts, 223 in total, reported courses with the World Language (WL) indicator selected.

· Two (2) districts reported courses with the World Language Immersion (IMMR) indicator selected.

· Do you have students that spend fifty percent (50%) or more of their day learning in a language other than English? If yes, please update the applicable course master file to reflect an Immersion Program.

· Eighty percent (80%) of districts, 355 in total, applied the World Language indicator value of not applicable (NA) to their courses that were submitting in subject areas “06” for secondary level and “56” for elementary and/or middle school.
· All courses submitted for subject areas “06” and “56” should have one of the following code values applied within the course master file record; FLES, FLEX, IMMI or WL.
