him- or herself?

No, district and school staff should not tell a student,  

parent, or staff member how to answer these 

questions.

District and school staff must accept an individual’s 

self-identification regardless of whether staff believe 

the student is of a different race or ethnicity.
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answer part 2 of the question?

Hispanic/Latino is considered an ethnicity, not a racial group.

Suggest the parent or student answer based on :

	The U.S. Department of Education considers Hispanic/Latino an ethnicity and not a racial group.  The second part of the question refers to what the USDOE considers racial groups.   Someone who is Hispanic or Latino can be of one or more of the racial groups indicated in the second part of the question.  For example if someone is Mexican, but their ancestors came from Spain, they may be considered white.  If their ancestors were indigenous people, they may be considered American Indian, or they may answer that they are both.  They should self-identify with one or more.

RACE: division by ancestry

ETHNICITY: social differentiation 

The rationale the USDOE uses for the 2-part question is that with a one-part question, Hispanic/Latinos were under-identified.

be reported?

If student and parent choices conflict, then the parent’s 

choice should be used.

If the parent declines, but the student chooses to self-

identify, then the student’s choice should be used.

Identification by school or district staff should be used 

only as a last resort when the parent and student

	We suggest that district policy dictate identification by school and district.   One administrator per school should be designated to make identification.

‘American Indian or Alaska Native’?

No, only self-identification is necessary.


	There is confusion regarding phrase “…and who maintains tribal affiliation or community involvement”  within the definition of American Indian/Alaskan Native.

The key point to remember is that the regulations call for SELF-identification.  If the parent identifies with a tribe, they may respond that they are American Indian.  You do not have to prove that you are a descendant of a member of a federally recognized tribe. 

 

In other programs, individuals may have to prove to the Bureau of Indian Affairs with the appropriate documents that they are a descendant or prove to their tribe that they have enough blood quantum.

 

According to the U.S. Department of Education, only SELF-identification is necessary.

race and ethnicity?

Yes, districts must maintain information as it was 

collected using the 2-part question, for a minimum 

of 3 years.

Electronic storage is acceptable, if the information 

was collected electronically.

Entry of race and ethnicity into the WSLS is not 

sufficient to meet this requirement.


	 Best practice is to maintain the original paper record at the location where it was received (school or district). 

Allowing parents or students to update race / ethnicity information electronic, i.e. via a web site, is acceptable, but history of such electronic transactions must be maintained for 3 years.

When there is litigation, a claim, an audit, open records request or other action involving the records, original responses (electronic or manual) must be retained until completion of the action.

Why must Hispanic and Latino persons answer part 2 of the question?

Hispanic/Latino is considered an ethnicity, not a racial group.



Suggest the parent or student answer based on :

the race and ethnicity with which he or she most comfortably identifies  or

his or her ancestry.



If the parent or student does not make a selection in part 2, then the district must make the identification.

	

Spanish language version of letter to parents is now available.
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The U.S. Department of Education considers Hispanic/Latino an ethnicity and not a racial group.  The second part of the question refers to what the USDOE considers racial groups.   Someone who is Hispanic or Latino can be of one or more of the racial groups indicated in the second part of the question.  For example if someone is Mexican, but their ancestors came from Spain, they may be considered white.  If their ancestors were indigenous people, they may be considered American Indian, or they may answer that they are both.  They should self-identify with one or more.



RACE: division by ancestry

ETHNICITY: social differentiation 



The rationale the USDOE uses for the 2-part question is that with a one-part question, Hispanic/Latinos were under-identified.

Race/ Ethnicity: Change in Definition






Is it OK to help a student or parent classify him- or herself?

No, district and school staff should not tell a student,  parent, or staff member how to answer these questions.



District and school staff must accept an individual’s self-identification regardless of whether staff believe the student is of a different race or ethnicity.
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Must ancestry be proven to select ‘American Indian or Alaska Native’?

No, only self-identification is necessary.
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There is confusion regarding phrase “…and who maintains tribal affiliation or community involvement”  within the definition of American Indian/Alaskan Native.



The key point to remember is that the regulations call for SELF-identification.  If the parent identifies with a tribe, they may respond that they are American Indian.  You do not have to prove that you are a descendant of a member of a federally recognized tribe. 

 

In other programs, individuals may have to prove to the Bureau of Indian Affairs with the appropriate documents that they are a descendant or prove to their tribe that they have enough blood quantum.

 

According to the U.S. Department of Education, only SELF-identification is necessary.







Mustancestry be proventoselect
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If conflict arises, how should the student be reported?

If student and parent choices conflict, then the parent’s choice should be used.



If the parent declines, but the student chooses to self-identify, then the student’s choice should be used.



Identification by school or district staff should be used only as a last resort when the parent and student decline.









We suggest that district policy dictate identification by school and district.   One administrator per school should be designated to make identification.
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Must the district retain records regarding race and ethnicity?

Yes, districts must maintain information as it was collected using the 2-part question, for a minimum of 3 years.



Electronic storage is acceptable, if the information was collected electronically.



Entry of race and ethnicity into the WSLS is not sufficient to meet this requirement.
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 Best practice is to maintain the original paper record at the location where it was received (school or district). 



Allowing parents or students to update race / ethnicity information electronic, i.e. via a web site, is acceptable, but history of such electronic transactions must be maintained for 3 years.



When there is litigation, a claim, an audit, open records request or other action involving the records, original responses (electronic or manual) must be retained until completion of the action.
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What is the due date for 
re-identifying students?

Re-identification is not required for all students and staff, but it is recommended.



Additional information is needed from persons who have previously identified themselves as Hispanic or Asian/Pacific Islander .



Persons need to be re-identified for 2010-11 reporting.
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DPI is not requiring districts to re-identify all students for this year.  DPI recommends re-identifying all students.
