Introduction

The primary goal of the Individual Student Enrollment System (ISES) project is to allow the public school and/or district staff to report individual student information via on-line entry and/or batch processing. These individual records will be anonymous and kept unique by a state assigned student WSN identifier. The WSN will allow for longitudinal study of student success without disclosing individual student identity. Data will be transmitted from the Student Information System (SIS) into the ISES. An encryption process using Hypertext Transfer Protocol Secure (HTTPS) and Secure Socket Layer (SSL) technology will be used for these transmissions.

A process has been established which enables schools and/or districts to upload student data into ISES. Schools and or districts are required to report data on two sets of students, as reported in the Wisconsin Student Locator System: students who enrolled at any point during the prior school year and students currently enrolled.  Limited validations will be run at the time of file upload. Once the school submits an error free file, all of the students for the school will be stored in the ISES database.  More complex validations will be performed within the ISES web application during the “Validate” Process.  

An option is available to have ISES create student data based on data from DPI databases.  This student data can either be downloaded or updated in the ISES web application.

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of this Interface Specification is to provide the information necessary to transfer data from a Student Information System to the Individual Student Enrollment System. 

1.2 How to Use This Document

This interface specification provides an overview of the data exchange process, including definitions and standards; hardware, software, and communications requirements; and a step-by-step approach to implementing the interface with DPI. 

1.3 How This Document Is Organized

The remainder of this document is divided into three sections plus appendices, designed to answer a wide range of questions involving the operational considerations, and the technical requirements for implementing the Student Information System interface with the ISES.

· Section 2 provides an introduction to the electronic form of ISES data exchange documents (file sets).

· Section 3 specifies the technical requirements for implementing the interface, including hardware, software, and telecommunications.

· Section 4 provides the testing guidelines.

· Appendix A contains the definitions of the data elements.

· Appendix B contains the definitions of the XML formatted ISES files.

· Appendix C contains the definitions for Additional ISES Data Validations

· Appendix D contains the code tables to validate the student files.

2 ISES Data Exchange Description

2.1 Overview of eXtensible Markup Language (XML)

The ISES has selected the eXtensible Markup language (XML) as one of the underlying formats for the data exchange with the Student Information Systems packages. In XML, each data element is contained within a start and an end tag which are enclosed in “<>”, whereby the end tag is the same as the start tag, preceded by a slash “/”. 

For example, 
<DATE>11/10/2003</DATE> 

is the XML representation of a date.
Tagged data can also be organized hierarchically to put the data into context. For example: 

<BIRTH> 

<DATE>07/01/2004</DATE>

<CITY>MADISON</CITY>

<STATE>WI</STATE>

</BIRTH>

puts the Date, City, and State into context within the tag <BIRTH>.
The definition of the valid tags and how each is to be processed is provided along with the XML file, or document, in the Document Type Definition (DTD). The ISES will provide the DTD for the Student Information System Interface.

Commercial (including free) XML parsers are readily available for validating and parsing an XML file, or document, by using its DTD. 

2.2 ISES File Set Structure

An XML data exchange consists of a set of data elements, each of which represents a singular fact, such as a price, product model number, etc. When using XML, each data element is identified by start and end tags. Each File Set must adhere to the specified order of tags. The ISES will be using a validating XML parser in accordance with a separate stand-alone Document Type Definition (DTD) for each of the File sets.

One or more data elements framed by a header and trailer form a file. A file set, which is the ISES unit of transmission (equivalent to a file), consists of one or more files framed by a file set header and trailer. 

Figure 2.1 illustrates the overall structure of an ISES file set. The file set is contained within an envelope, which begins with a header. One or more files follow. Files contain one or more data elements, defined and given context by the organization of the XML tags. The end of the file set is identified at the end of the envelope.
The specific structure of the ISES data exchange envelope and each of the files is defined in Appendix B. The individual data elements are defined in Appendix A.

2.3 File Set Flow

Each file set received from a Student Information System by the ISES is responded to with a File Result. The File Result identifies any errors found when processing the file set.

2.4 ISES - Student Information System Files

The subsections that follow provide a brief description of the ISES – Student Information System Student file. The specific structure of each file is defined in Appendix B.

2.4.1 Student Load File

The Student file is used by Student Information Systems to transmit student data for the current and prior school term enrollment as reported in the WSLS.

This is the Student Load File for District 0130. It is a district level file and may contain multiple schools in the district, thus the school code is represented as “0000” (If the file was for one school, then the school code would be used here). This file was generated on October 01, 2004, by the Student Information Systems. The ISL type stands for Individual Student Load. It was the 2nd file generated for the current school year. Refer to Appendix B.2 for additional information about this file.


NOTE: Sizes are exact and fixed. All numbers should have leading zeroes if they do not fill the full size for the named field (e.g. the month of May should be represented as 05 and NOT 5). If the file contains an entire district, then the school code value must equal “0000”.
2.4.2 ISES Load Results Report

An ISES Load Results Report is generated for each file received and processed by the ISES. If the file status is not SUCCESS, then an ISES Load Results Report is returned with an identification of the error.  SUCCESS indicates that the file uploaded successfully, it does not reflect the result of the validation process required before data is locked in the ISES web application.

This is the Student Load Results Report that corresponds to the Send file S_0130_0000_10012004_ISL_00002.xml. The ISL type stands for Individual Student Load. Refer to Appendix B.4 for additional information about this report.

2.4.3 ISES Load Failure File

An ISES Load Failure File will only be generated by the Individual Student Enrollment System if the Student Load File fails to process successfully. This file can be used by districts and schools to determine which records violated file upload business rules and the reason for the error.

This is the ISES Load Failure File for District 0130, for School 0001 in the district.  It was generated from processing the transaction S_0130_0001_10202004_ISL_00002.xml. The type ILF stands for ISES Load Failure.  This is a file that will be generated by the ISES and can be used by the Student Information System to upload the results from their ISES Student Load file. Refer to Appendix B.3 for additional information about this file.
  2.4.4. ISES Student Status File

The ISES student status file can be downloaded from the File Download Request page and is a snapshot of the current ISES database.  This file contains all the data in the ISES database including fields populated from WSLS data, calculated fields and validation status information.  The filename will vary slightly depending on what criteria was selected for download.

This is the ISES Student Status File with all record types for District 0130, for School 0001 in the district.  It was generated by request in the ISES web application on Oct 20, 2004. The type ISA stands for ISES Status All Students File.  This is a file that will be generated by the ISES and can be used by the Student Information System to upload the results from their ISES Student file. 
2.4.5 ISES Baseline Download File

The ISES Baseline file can be downloaded from the File Download Request screen in the ISES web.  This file is the same file format as the Student Load file and can be used to create a Student Load File. The filename will vary slightly depending on what criteria was selected for download.

This is the ISES Student Status File with all record types for District 0130.   It is a district level file and may contain multiple schools in the district, thus the school code is represented as “0000” (If the file was for one school, then the school code would be used here). It was generated by request in the ISES web application on Oct 20, 2004. The type IBY stands for ISES Baseline of Year-End Students.  This is a file that will be generated by the ISES and can be used by the Student Information System to upload data from ISES.  Refer to Appendix B.2 for additional information about this file.
3 Technical Environment

This subsection of the document describes the features of the ISES implementation of the interface.

3.1 Communications

The transport mechanism is the means by which the file sets are transferred between the ISES server and the Student Information System servers. Hypertext Transfer Protocol Secure (HTTPS) will be the transport mechanism used for this interface. 

The Student Information Systems will send (post) ISES file sets via the Internet to the ISES server. The ISES server will utilize an XML parser for compliance and validity checking. The results of the XML parser and subsequent import will be contained in a Result Report for each file. In some cases, a file set will be available for the school of origin to transfer (get) back.

Encryption of the data transfers is required. The ISES has selected Secure Socket Layer (SSL) encryption in conjunction with HTTPS for guaranteeing the security of the data being transmitted over-the-wire.

3.2 Software

To use the ISES, each Student Information System site is required to have client browser software capable of supporting HTTPS (specifically the ability to accept cookies and accept a valid State of Wisconsin certificate) and access to the Internet.  Each school or school district will have access to their own files (both send and return files) within the ISES.  The ISES may remove files after a given amount of time has passed since they were accessed by the respective recipient.   

3.3 Hardware

The selection of HTTPS as the communications transport mechanism allows for flexibility in the hardware platforms employed by the Student Information Systems. The ISES platform utilizes a Microsoft 2003 server. Each Student Information System can employ any combination of hardware and operating system, as long as it has access to an HTTPS browser client (e.g. Netscape or Internet Explorer) for posting and getting file sets to and from the ISES web server.

4 Testing the Interface

4.1 Testing Process

Testing is required to ensure the accuracy of all components of the interface implementation. Testing ensures that:
· The send and receive facilities are operational;

· Translation and mapping software are functioning properly; and

· Data is accurately mapped, translated, and transmitted between a Student Information System and the ISES server.
Three types of testing shall be performed by the ISES and all Student Information Systems to ensure the integrity of the interface implementation: standalone testing, connectivity testing, and integration testing. This testing will be performed with a pilot set of DPI approved Student Information System installations.
Standalone testing shall consist of a manual review of each file set generated by the Student Information System software. All possible scenarios should be considered when selecting sample data.
Each pilot Student Information System administrator will test the connectivity with the ISES web server. Once connectivity is established, the file sets from the standalone testing will be exchanged. The format of the exchanged data will be verified.
Once the test files and connectivity are verified, an integration test period is established. The Student Information System vendors will enable their pilot software to exchange data in an automated fashion. Files that are not successful will be evaluated and recommendations for correction made. This process will continue until mutual satisfaction is reached between the ISES and the Student Information System vendors.

4.2 Ongoing Support

During the testing phase a help desk will be set-up at DPI for the first level of support. DPI will route the calls to the appropriate Student Information System vendor, Third Day Solutions, or DPI personnel. In addition, DPI email accounts will be established in which users can email their questions or problems directly to DPI or Third Day Solutions.

Data Element Definitions

Files are comprised of data segments, which are groups of data elements. This section defines the ISES data elements. They are presented in alphabetic order, below. The data types of the data elements are all ASCII text, and are further defined in the table as: A (alphanumeric), N (numeric), D (date), or DT (date time). For more information about data elements included in ISES, see http://www.dpi.state.wi.us/dltcl/lbstat/isesprepar.html.

For the 2006-07 ISES collection, three new data elements, Educational Environment Classification, Native Language and Program Schedule have been introduced.  Composite English Language Proficiency Level has replaced English Proficiency Score.

A.2 Sequence Number

· Begins each New school year at 00001

· Reset to 00001 at the end of each school year.

· Incremented by 1 each time a new file is created.


Example: The Individual Student Enrollment File is generated for a school as the first file that year. The Sequence Number would be 00001. The very next file generated would be 00002. 

· Each re-submittal of a File set will be given a new sequence number. 

Example: If the previously mentioned Individual Student Enrollment File (sequence 00001) had errors and a new Individual Student Enrollment File was created after corrections were made, the new file would have a NEW sequence number (in this case 00002, since 00001 was used for the first Individual Student Enrollment File).


· Sequence Number in the file must match the sequence number on the file name.

File Definitions Appendix

An XML file contains one or more tagged data elements, organized in a hierarchical manner. Optional data that is not provided is simply omitted.
Tagged elements are comprised of a start tag, data and/or other tagged elements, and an end tag. 
An XML start tag has the following format:

An XML end tag has the following format:

</tag>

Each XML file must begin with the XML Declaration, which controls how the parser will interpret the document. This line tells the XML processor the XML version, the basic scheme for encoding, and that the XML file is not a standalone file because of an external Document Type Definition (DTD). An example is provided below:
<?xml version=“1.0” encoding=“UTF-8” standalone=“no”?>
The next line is the Document Type Declaration, which includes the DTD. XML provides a mechanism to reference an external DTD file using the following syntax:
<!DOCTYPE SIS_TRANS SYSTEM “TR_ISES.DTD”>
Each File Set envelope will contain a different DTD depending on which file is being transmitted. Listed below are the DTD filenames and which File Set it is associated with. 
Note:  These filenames are case sensitive and must be in uppercase.
TR_ISES.DTD – Used as the DTD for SIS to generate the ISES Student File.
The File set envelope is defined in the subsections that follow. The definition tables include the following columns:

· Tag – indicates the tag name for the data element. This name replaces tag in the start and end tag definitions, above.

· Parent Tag – indicates which tag this data element is a child of. This defines the hierarchical relationships. Parent tags do not have data values associated with them. They are used to put tagged child data in context.

· Data Element Name – The name of the data element defined in Appendix A.

· Business Rule Description – a description of the data element, in the defining context.

· M/C/O – indicates if the data element is mandatory (M), conditional (C), optional (O), or specified in a numbered note (*number) at the end of the table. When a parent tag is optional, the mandatory/optional state of the child tag elements applies when the data segment (parent and children) is included. 
Optional tags that do not have data should NOT be included in the XML file. If this occurs, an error will be generated stating the data is MISSING.

An example is provided for each file after its definition table. Line breaks and indentations are used in the examples to improve readability and illustrate hierarchy, but neither is required.

A.5 ISES Student Load File and  Baseline Download File Definition
The ISES Student Load File Definition is used by the Student Information System (SIS) to transmit student data to the Department of Public Instruction for reporting purposes. This file will be used to load student data into ISES and will be reconciled against the data submitted to the Wisconsin Student Locator System (WSLS). This same file format can also be used to download a Baseline Download File from ISES which can be imported into or reconciled with local SIS data.
Business Rule validations listed in this section apply to file upload process only.  A violation of any of the business rules listed in the table below will cause the entire file to fail during the load process. If the file upload fails, an ISES Load Failure File (see B.3) can be used to identify which records caused the file to fail and the reason for failure.  
The Business Rule Description column in the table below applies to file upload process only.  A violation of any of the business rules listed in the table below will cause the entire file to fail during the load process. If the file upload fails, an ISES Load Failure File (see B.3) can be used to identify which records caused the file to fail and the reason for failure.  

The Mandatory/Conditional/Optional (M/C/O) Upload column in the table below also applies only to the file upload process.  If M/C/O Upload is ‘O’, then submitting a record without this tag element will not cause file failure, and data may be later added on-line via the web application. If M/C/O Upload is ‘M,’ or in some cases ‘C,’ then submitting a record without this tag element WILL cause file failure.  

The Mandatory /Conditional/Optional (M/C/O) Lock column applies to the full validation and locking processes.  Following every successful file upload and prior to locking data a full validation process is run. See Appendix C.  It is possible for a file to upload successfully, but because additional validations are run after upload, more data or modifications to the data are required prior to locking in the ISES web application.  Validation results will be available within the ISES application in on-line reports and can also be downloaded in an ISES Student Status File (see B.5).

‘C’ appears in the M/C/O Upload or M/C/O Lock column if data elements are conditionally required.  For example, if a THIRD_PARTY_AGENCY for a CCDEB school is uploaded (not null), the THIRD_PARTY_SCHOOL must also be uploaded because both pieces of information are required to correctly identify the school.  
Following successful upload, ISES will evaluate the year end records from the previous ISES collection and WSLS records to identify possible full term (summer) dropouts.  Records involving possible full term dropouts are added to the Student Record List as YE records. Exit dates are added to these records if exit dates were added in WSLS since the previous ISES collection.   Modification of a limited set of elements will be allowed for these records.  If a valid full term dropout YE record is included in the upload file, only the data elements EXIT_TYPE, EXPECTED_TRANS_DISTRICT, EXPECTED_TRANS_SCHOOL, and OPTIONAL are written to the DPI database.  If an invalid full term dropout YE record is included in the upload file it is not written to the DPI database.  Refer to the ISES Exit Type, http://www.dpi.state.wi.us/dpi/dltcl/lbstat/dataexit.html#reporting for more information on mid-term and full-term dropouts.

ISES Load Result Report

ISES generates an ISES Load Result Report in HTML format for every file that is processed.  The ISES Load Result Report lists the District Number, School Number, File Name, File Status ("Success" or "Failure"), Record Status (“Success” “Error” or "Warning") and a list of Schools Submitted in the ISES Student Load File. Note that File Status is different from Record Status.  The record status will help identify the specific records that caused the ISES Student Load File to fail during upload.

File Status "Success" indicates that the ISES Student Load File processed successfully and that all student records were updated in the ISES data base. File Status "Failure" indicates that NONE of the records in the ISES Student Load File were updated in the ISES data base so all of the records must be resubmitted.
Record Status is listed below the File Status.  Only records that have errors will be listed in the ISES Load Result Report. A Record "error" always prevents data in the record from being updated in the ISES data base. A Record "Error" indicates that a value in that record did not pass the business rule edits in B.2. for the specified field.  A Record "Error" will always result in file "Failure". In this case, an ISES Load Failure File (B.3) will also be created generated to provide this information in a downloadable file.  A record Warning is returned if an enrollment record exists in WSLS but was not reported in the ISES Student Load File.

Details provided about any record “Error” include the student's WSN, Collection Type, Year, and Enroll Date.  Also provided are the relevant Data Element Value, Line or Data Element of the relevant record, and Reason for the record “Error”. The Reason is a link to a further explanation of the “Error”. The districts and schools will use the ISES Result Report to go to the local SIS, correct the field(s) in question, and generate a new XML file. 
If file processing is stopped due to a file format error, then an ISES XML Error Report is generated in addition to an ISES Load Result Report.
