Dear Parent or Guardian:

Your student has been attending a school that receives Title III funding from the federal government. Title III funds are intended to help students who have limited English proficiency – including immigrant children and youth – to attain English proficiency, develop high levels of academic attainment in English, and meet the same challenging academic content and academic achievement standards that all children in Wisconsin are expected to meet.  
School districts that receive Title III funds are reviewed on an annual basis to see if they meet the following three Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs) for their English Language Learners (ELLs):

1. Progress in English language acquisition
2. Progress in the percentage of students who become proficient in English and no longer qualify for language assistance programs
3. Satisfactory academic performance on the annual Wisconsin Student Assessment System (WSAS) tests in Reading and Mathematics
