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Title III Consortia Requirements
(additional requirements to ESEA assurances)

A consortium of LEAs formed for the purpose of receiving a Title III grant is responsible for meeting all of the Title III requirements. As the fiscal agent, the lead LEA is responsible for ensuring that consortium members fulfill their fiscal and programmatic responsibilities. As the fiscal agent, the lead LEA shall complete and submit the on-line ESEA application.
· The lead LEA shall develop a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that outlines how individual districts will meet all Title III requirements, including: Title III Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs), notification to parents of participating English learners, and participation in an improvement plan if any individual school district(s) fails to meet Title III AMAOs for two consecutive years. The MOU should also describe the activities and timelines for the provision of Title III services to English learners enrolled in the consortium. 
· The lead LEA of the consortium will file the required expenditure reports and maintain fiscal records. The consortium will plan to expend all Title III funds during the grant year. If all funds are not expended and there is carryover, the lead LEA will continue to serve as the fiscal agent for the consortium until the funds are expended for up to 12 additional months. If otherwise, these procedures should be clearly outlined. 
· In the event that individual school district(s) do not meet any one or more of the three AMAOs in any year, the parents of all ELL students in the district(s) shall be notified. The lead LEA is responsible to ensure this notification occurs. This action may be delegated to member LEAs. 

· In the event a member district(s) do not meet the AMAOs for two consecutive years, the consortium shall develop a Title III Improvement Plan Addendum (IPA). The fiscal agent can delegate the responsibility for drafting of the plan to its LEA members, in particular, those LEAs in the consortium that did not meet the AMAOs and would include in the plan the specific areas that caused the consortium to not meet the Title III AMAOs.  The lead LEA shall be responsible for submitting the LEA IPA to the Title III Consultant, Jacqueline A. Iribarren. 

· The lead LEA will be responsible for completing and submitting any reports and any other evaluations necessary to DPI.
· End-of-Year Reports (EOY) shall be completed at the individual school level with a timely submission to DPI.
· The lead LEA must ensure that individual districts are conducting program evaluations to ensure that their ELL program or language assistance program is effective and if not, districts will need to modify their programs.
