Monitoring of ESEA Consolidated Programs
Selection Criteria

Overview

The Department of Public Instruction (DPI) has oversight and monitoring responsibilities to review compliance within the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) consolidated programs including Title I, Part A; Title I, Part C; Title I, Part D; Title II, Part A; Title II, Part D; Title III, Part A; Title IV, Part A, and Title V, Part A. The oversight and monitoring process includes an extensive review and approval process for all ESEA Consolidated Applications submitted by school districts/consortia. In addition, this process will include a combination of on-site and phone reviews.

District and Consortium Selection Process
Our largest district (Milwaukee) is monitored annually, and four other large districts (Madison, Green Bay, Racine, and Kenosha) are monitored biennially on a rotating basis. Additionally, each year, approximately three districts and one consortium project in four of Wisconsin’s twelve CESA regions are monitored (see “Future Monitoring Cycle” table, below). This typically results in 19-20 districts and consortia monitored annually. Districts to be monitored are selected by the following process:

1. The DPI ESEA Coordinating Committee (program area directors) is asked to work with program area staff in developing recommendations for districts and consortia projects to be monitored, making sure that there is a mix of small, medium, and large districts within each CESA region being monitored. These recommendations are typically solicited in late winter/early spring prior to the school year in which monitoring will occur.
2. Districts/consortia are selected randomly; however, program areas may make recommendations to visit districts where particular issues or concerns have been noted, or conversely, where effective practices are taking place.
3. Recommendations are then reviewed by the DPI ESEA Consolidated Program Monitoring Workgroup. This workgroup makes the final selections, which go back to the ESEA Coordinating Committee for final approval. Selected districts and consortia are then notified (initial notification typically occurs in late May prior to the year in which they will be monitored).
