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Wisconsin’s Title III Part A, Immigrant Children and Youth Grant

for fiscal year (FY) 2008-2009

MADISON-  Sixteen grants were awarded for the 2008-2009 school year.  This grant assists school districts experiencing significant increases in their immigrant student population.  The term immigrant children and youth refers to individuals who: (a) are aged 2 through 21; (b) were not born in any state; and (c) have not been attending one or more schools in any one or more states for more than three full academic years.
The Immigrant Children and Youth grant is a set aside allocation from the Title III federal grant that supports the academic achievement of English Language Learners (ELLs).

Immigrant Children and Youth grants are awarded to school district to provide enhanced instructional opportunities for immigrant children and youth.  Such activities and programs include family literacy, parent outreach, and training activities designed to assist parents to become active participants in the education of their children, provision of tutorials, mentoring, and academic or career counseling for immigrant children and youth, activities coordinated with community-based organizations, institutions of higher education, private sector entities, or other entities with expertise in working with immigrants, to assist parents of immigrants and youth by offering comprehensive community services.

For this year’s competitive grant program, the DPI received 19 applications.  A total of $868,316 has been awarded to 16 school districts for the 2008-2009 school year. 
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
