Per Title III, Section 3121, LEAs and subgrantees (consortia) that receive Title III funding, shall provide to the state a description of the progress made by children in meeting challenging state academic content and student academic achievement standards for each of the 2 years after such children are no longer receiving services. 

To meet this requirement, districts need to monitor former ELLs for 2 years following the program exit criteria (DPI Level 6). For this purpose, districts can use both formative and summative student data to ensure that former ELLs are performing at grave level. A sample form is provided for your use and modification. If the student is not performing at grade level, a reclassification & a language assistance program may be necessary.
