A recipient must currently be a member of Wisconsin FBLA. Each local FBLA chapter may submit one application.

2.
A recipient must currently be of senior standing at the secondary level.

3.
A recipient must plan to enroll in an approved program leading to a degree in business, information technology, business administration, or accounting. To ensure that the recipient meets the above criterion, the monetary award will not be made until the Selection Committee receives verification of completion of the first semester of a postsecondary program and registration for second semester from the Registrar’s Office. It is the recipient’s responsibility to furnish the FBLA State Office with verification.

4. A recipient must complete the designated application form electronically from the Wisconsin FBLA Awards and Scholarship website at http://fbla.dpi.wi.gov/fbla_awards. The application form must be completed in duplicate—one copy mailed to the FBLA State Adviser, and a second copy retained by the applicant. The application form must be received by the third Friday in January of the year the scholarship will be presented. The official presentation of the scholarship will be made at the annual Wisconsin FBLA State Leadership Conference.
