c. Survey administration during the period February to April 2014.

District will submit discipline data consisting of out of school suspensions and expulsions, along with school enrollment as of March 31, 2014, by May 1, 2014.

District agrees to participate in all report submissions and TA events, developed for Safe and Supportive Schools project grantees, including the following:
