For Migrant Students

Definition: (Title I, Part C, Education of Migratory Children) A child who is, or whose parent, spouse or guardian is, a migratory agricultural worker, and who, in the preceding 36 months, in order to obtain temporary or seasonal employment in agricultural or fishing work, has moved across state boundaries or from one school district to another.
For Nonpublic School Students
Public schools receiving Title III services must establish a consistent and reasonable process for identifying ELL students in private schools. Like participating public school students, identified English language learners in private schools must be assessed annually for their level of English proficiency in the domains of speaking, listening, reading, writing, and comprehension. Local school districts, in consultation with private schools, are responsible for administering an annual English language proficiency (ELP) assessment.
