	V. AGREEMENT
	


The Agriculture, Rural Development, Food, and Drug Administration and Related Agencies Appropriations Act of 2010 provided funding to the U.S. Department of Agriculture for a project to expand breakfast programs and participating in Wisconsin. The grant is directed to the UW Extension which subgrants to the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction (DPI).

Pursuant to this mandate, DPI and the School Food Authority (SFA) applying for funds under the Agreement agree to participate in the SBP BIC Equipment Grant as set forth in this Agreement. 
Definition
An eligible school must be participating in the NSL program in the 2013-14 school year.
The grantee must read the UW Extension-Cooperative Extension Breakfast in the Classroom.
DPI Provisions
DPI agrees to provide funds to the SFA specified in this Agreement in accordance with the Agreement to the extent that funds are available.
DPI may amend this Agreement in writing by mutual agreement between the parties.
School Food Authority Provisions
A.
It is mutually agreed between the State Agency and the Applicant Agency that:

1. The Applicant Agency agrees that the funds will only be used for the purposes authorized by the SBP-BIC Equipment grant and items listed in the grant award letter.

2. The Applicant Agency agrees to abide by all of the requirements for purchasing equipment as stated in Section 19 of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act, additional guidance, regulations, and memoranda provided by USDA/FNS, and DPI-SNT pertaining to the SBP-BIC.

3. The Applicant Agency agrees to provide funds to the approved school(s) only, under its jurisdiction for the purchase of school food service equipment in accordance with local, state, and federal regulations and requirements.

4. The Applicant Agency agrees that they will purchase the approved piece of equipment designated in the official Notification of Grant Award for the SBP-BIC Equipment grant.

B.
General Conditions

1. This Agreement is nontransferable.

2. This is a nonrenewable grant for purchases made by May 15, 2013. 

3. Funds will not be commingled with other program funds, and will be traced and reported separately.
The SFA shall report all costs for which reimbursement is requested in a timely manner and on a claim for specified by DPI. Claims must be submitted no later than May 15, 2013, and shall not exceed the approved limits to this Agreement unless approved by DPI. DPI may recover, withhold, or cancel payment of up to 100 percent of the funds made available under this Agreement if the SFA fails to abide by the terms of this Agreement. 
The SFA shall maintain records as necessary to support the use of funds in accordance with this Agreement. The records shall be retained for three years plus the current year, except that if audit findings have not been resolved, the records shall be retained as long as required for the resolution of the issues raised by the audit. All records shall be made available, upon request, to representatives of DPI, USDA, and the U.S. General Accounting Office for audit or review, at a reasonable time and place.
DPI and USDA reserve a royalty free, nonexclusive; and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use, and to authorize others to use, for state and federal government purposes: (1) the copyright in any work developed under this grant, under any subgrant or contract under this grant, or under any agreement under such subgrant; and (2) any rights of copyright to which a grantee, subgrantee, or a contractor purchases ownership with grant funds. 
The SFA shall acknowledge the support of USDA whenever publicizing the work under this Agreement. To this end, the SFA shall include on any publication, resulting from work performed under this Agreement, language in substantially the form set out below:
"This project has been funded at least in part with federal funds from the U.S. Department of Agriculture, Food and Nutrition Service. The content of this publication does not necessarily reflect the views or policies of the Department, nor does mention of trade names, commercial products or organizations imply endorsements by the U.S. Government."
