Provide district counts of students served but not enrolled. Only students who receive direct and/or indirect services through McKinney-Vento grant funds AND not enrolled in your district should be included in this section of the report.

· Number of Homeless Students Who are Special Education (IDEA)
· Number of Homeless Students Who are Limited-English Proficient (LEP)
Section III—Birth to Grade 12 Homeless Students Served But Not Enrolled
In the section Total Homeless Students Served But Not Enrolled provide the district counts, by grade level, of the number of students served but not enrolled. · Birth to 2 includes all students birth to 2 who are served.
· Age 3-5 not K includes students enrolled in the following programs: early childhood special education, district operated at-risk programs, Title I preschool, PK, 4K, Head Start, and 5 year olds who may be enrolled in these programs; also includes children in any other early childhood programs that are not 5-year-old kindergarten.
· K includes only students enrolled in 5-year-old kindergarten.
· Out of School includes youth through age 21 who are entitled to a free public education in the state who are served, but are not currently enrolled in a K through 12 institution. This could include students who have dropped out of school, youth who are working on a GED outside of a K through 12 institution, and youth who are “here to work.” Here-to-work youth are adolescents and young adults who have recently immigrated to the United States and are in this country primarily to work. They have not attended school in the United States and generally have limited education, from 3 to 6 years, in their home country. Most are not traveling with parents, but may be traveling with peer relatives or friends. It does not include preschoolers.

Section IV—Number of Unaccompanied Homeless Students Served But Not Enrolled
In this section, provide the number of students served but not enrolled, by grade level, that are unaccompanied and homeless. The term “unaccompanied‟ is defined as a child or youth not in the physical custody of a parent or guardian. Only students who receive direct and/or indirect services through McKinney-Vento grant funds AND not enrolled in your district should be included in this section of the report.
