Background
The State of Wisconsin has appropriated $100,000 annually in FY10 and FY11 to partially reimburse school districts for the costs of offering advanced placement courses in high schools that have added new advanced placement courses during the current school year. Under s. 115.28 (45), Wis. Stats., reimbursement may not exceed $300 multiplied by the number of pupils in the high school’s advanced placement courses during the school year for which reimbursement is requested. The Department of Public Instruction (DPI) is responsible for the administration of this program.

Program Description

A.
Definition: “Advanced placement course” means a college-level course offered for credit through a Wisconsin high school and certified by the College Board or a Higher Level (HL) course offered through the International Baccalaureate Organization.
B.
Purpose: To develop, enhance, or expand advanced placement opportunities with courses of rigorous academic content through which students may earn college credit. In addition, to increase participation among underserved and/or under-represented student populations. 

C.
Criteria/Other Comments
1.
Eligible schools are Wisconsin public high schools that did not offer on-site, online, or distance learning advanced placement courses during the 2009-10 school year OR that increased the number of advanced placement opportunities offered on-site, online, or via distance learning during the 2010-11 academic year.

2.
Eligible courses are Advanced Placement courses that are included on a school’s approved College Board ledger list and Higher Level (HL) International Baccalaureate courses. To be counted for HL International Baccalaureate courses, students must have completed a minimum of 240 hours of class time in the course by the end of the 2010-11 school year.
3.
Reimbursement will be based on the reported number of students enrolled in new on-site, online, or distance learning advanced placement courses during the 2010-11 school year.

4.
The maximum allowable reimbursement is $300 per student per year.

5.
If the total amount of statewide reimbursement needed to fully fund all the eligible schools is more than the amount available in the appropriation, the per-pupil grant amount will be prorated equally among all eligible recipients.

Application Procedures

Schools interested in applying for reimbursement must submit a completed reimbursement request by the deadline of May 13, 2011, for the 2010-11 school year.
