A Global Educator

1. Cultivates students' global awareness and engagement, particularly by encouraging them to explore world cultures and languages and by fostering their development of the knowledge, skills, and attitudes they need to thrive in a global society (5 pts).

2. Promotes the growth of global competencies beyond the classroom and to include colleagues and members of the local communities where they teach (5 pts).

3. Inspires peers and others by modeling and supporting best practices in global education (5 pts).

4. Seeks out innovative and effective approaches to global education by engaging with peers within their school/district and with the broader professional community (2 pts).

5. Aligns teaching with the goals of Wisconsin's Global Education Achievement Certificate (GEAC) to foster the development of global competency* (3 pts).
*Globally competent students are able to:

· Investigate the world beyond their immediate environment.

· Recognize their own and others’ perspectives.

· Communicate ideas effectively with diverse audiences in more than one language.

· Translate their ideas into appropriate actions to improve conditions, (i.e., they have taken action).
