In awarding grants under the Enhancing Education Through Technology program, the Department shall give priority to: 

I. Districts with: 1) Eleven percent of children in poverty and 2) Low performing schools, or the greatest need for assistance in using or acquiring technology as determined by the State Superintendent. All high poverty and low performing schools need to be identified.
II. Projects with at least 25 percent of the overall project request being used for ongoing, sustained, high quality professional development integral to this project to improve teaching and learning through the use of educational technology. This professional development should include collaborative teams of administrators, library media specialists and classroom teachers. This professional development must align to Wisconsin teacher standards from PI 34 and to the National Staff Development Council (NSDC) Standards. The project must be aligned to Wisconsin’s Model Academic Standards for Information and Technology Literacy, to each district’s technology plan and the project need should be identified and referenced to district technology plan(s). Professional development should address the nine key characteristics of effective professional development as defined by the Partnership for 21st Century Skills.

2. The application must provide evidence of success that shows that the model the applicant is proposing has raised student academic performance in other locations or situations; OR, the project is a part of a comprehensive, high-quality research study designed to show whether promising instructional technology practices raise student achievement.

3. At least 25 percent of the project funding must be spent for ongoing, sustained, high-quality professional development, which is tied directly to the effective use of instructional technology in the classroom or school library, e.g., problem-based learning for students, incorporating electronic research methods, analysis, and presentation. Professional Development must be more than basic skills instruction for staff. The professional development activities must be aligned to Wisconsin teacher standards of PI 34 and correlated to the National Staff Development Council (NSDC) Standards. Professional Development needs to be based upon research-proven models, such as Intel Teach to the Future and Thinkfinity that have shown significant change in educator effective use of instructional technology that promotes higher student academic achievement. Professional development should address the nine key characteristics of effective professional development as defined by the Partnership for 21st Century Skills. All project participants need to participate in all professional development activities within the project design.  Project participants need to participate WDPI sponsored professional development activities upon request.

· Enhance existing instructional technology and acquire new instructional technology to support education reforms addressed by this project.

· Acquire connectivity linkages, resources, and services for use by students to improve academic achievement and by educators to improve instruction who are involved in the project. 

· Use technology to collect, manage, and analyze data that will inform and enhance teaching and school improvement efforts.  Implement enhanced performance measurement systems that will determine the effectiveness of this educational technology program funded with EETT funds.

· Develop, enhance, or implement information literacy and instructional technology courses for professional development for educators.
Budget and Funding

Evaluation Process
