A private school participating in a program under §§118.60 or 119.23, Wis. Stats., that opts to receive a Private School Report Card agrees to all of the following:

· The school will assign all students in the school a unique identifier, called a WISEid, which will be used in DPI’s data collection system.

· The school will administer, pay for, and submit performance and participation results for all nonchoice students for all state required assessments. Parents may opt their child(ren) out of the state required assessment as provided by state law. 
· The school will submit to the DPI student-level data elements needed to produce a Private School Report Card such as enrollment, attendance, high school completion (if applicable), dropout, and student demographic data for all students.

· The school will need to submit a minimum of two consecutive years of data for its nonchoice students before a Private School Report Card will be issued. The DPI will issue a Private School Report Card if there is sufficient data to calculate a score.
