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High School Fundraising Ideas



Clean Out Your Console – Have student group members collect spare change from students’ cars as they
drive in to school each morning.
 
Bucket Boost – Ask for Pennies for Patients donations at a home game by passing a bucket around the stands during half-time.
 
Be a Hero Hat Day – Designate a day where students can donate $1 to wear a hat to school.
 
Battle of the Sexes – Create a boy vs. girl competition for a cure. Which gender can raise the most funds?
 
Erase Blood Cancer –Place the words “blood cancer” at the entrance to school. Each time your school collects a certain amount, remove one letter. Encourage students to help erase blood cancer.
 
Crazy for a Cure – Have a favorite school staff person kiss a rat, shave their head, put on a chicken suit or get slimed if your school reaches its goal.  Have fun and be respectful!
 
Penny Mile – Line your school with spare change and see how far your donation goes. It takes 84,480 pennies
to make a mile. That’s $844.80!
 
Staff Silent Auction – Organize a Pennies for Patients Silent Auction in the Teacher’s Lounge with items
donated by staff and local businesses.
 
“Stick It” to Cancer – Students pay $1 for a piece of duct tape they use to tape a school staff person to a wall.
 
Online Fundraising – Set your school up with a Pennies for Patients donation Web site where students,
parents, staff and community member can donate to your school’s campaign online using a credit card. Contact your S&Y team for more information.
 
Pennies Plunge – Students and staff collect pledges for a school-organized Pennies for Patients Polar Bear Plunge.
 
Class Competition – Create a competition between Freshman, Sophomores, Juniors and Seniors where Pennies have a positive value and all silver change has a negative value.

Pennies Pie – Reward the top classrooms with the opportunity to throw a pie at their teachers.
 
Paper Pennies – Sell paper pennies for $1 before school or during lunch and post them in the hallway or office.
 
How High for Who? – Create multiple canisters labeled with different school staff or students and their prize offering (shave their head, wear flippers all day, kiss a pig, dye their hair green, etc). Whatever staff canister has the most money has to follow through with their prize!
 
Team Up Against Leukemia – Designate a “jersey day” where students wear their favorite team jersey to school. Talk about the importance of working together as a team to reach your school’s goal and also to cure cancer.
 
Pennies Pep Fest – Hold an all school assembly to kick off your Pennies program! Brooke is available to educate your students about blood cancers, who they affect and how they can make a difference in the lives of others.  
 
Mohawk for a Mission – Set a school goal and get your principal or student leadership group to agree to style their hair in Mohawks if the goal is reached.
 
Rock for a Cause – Host a battle of the bands concert, talent contest or variety show and charge a donation for admission.
 
Business Bucket – Encourage parents to ask their co-workers to contribute or ask their company to match the classroom’s donation.
 
Spread the Love – In honor of Valentine’s Day, sell carnations or candy for a cure and make Valentines for the Pennies Heroes.
 
“i” Listen for a Cure – Students donate $5 to listen to their ipod or MP3 player during lunch.
 
It’s a “Thon” Thing – Organize an event at your school and give the proceeds to your Pennies for Patients program. 

Ugly Tie Contest 
Pick a day for male teachers to wear their ugliest ties to school. Solicit “votes” (donations) from students. The teacher with the most votes at the end of the day wins a prize.

Compatibility Test
The ultimate Valentine’s Day fundraiser! Promote the matchmaking test on it’s own or in conjunction with a social event. Donate $5 to take the compatibility quiz and find out who you’re most compatible with at school. 
 
Free Texting Zone
There’s no need to put away your cell phone during homeroom. Donate $1 to Pennies for Patients for the opportunity to text, use facebook, play a game like words with friends or draw something, or surf the internet during class time!
 
Snack Time
Not allowed to eat food in class? Now you are! Buy your favorite snacks from the vending machine and then donate $.50 to your classroom Pennies for Patients collection box to eat your snack during class.
 
Trivia Night
Put together your own trivia challenge and charge a donation fee for students to participate. Sell finger foods, sweet treats and beverages for players to enjoy.

What’s It Worth?
Students pay for free time (or teachers can pay for students to leave!). One dollar buys ten minutes out of class. Five dollars buys a ½ hour and ten dollar buys a whole hour (or class period). The sponsoring club organizes ipod stations and video games and other activities with supervision for the students that bought free time. 

Make Leukemia Disappear
Create a large banner that says Leukemia. Sell paper pennies for $1 and allow students to write their name on the penny. Then post the pennies on the banner to cover up the word Leukemia to help make leukemia disappear. 
School Walk Out
Give students the chance to walk together in support of LLS. Ask students to donate $5 to participate in the walk. Then have students sign a Pennies for Patients banner to hang in the school lobby to celebrate their teamwork and support for fighting blood cancers. 

Teacher Lunch Raffle
Give students the chance to eat lunch with their favorite teacher or Principal by purchasing a raffle ticket. At the end of the campaign, select the winning students.

Guess the Baby
Post baby pictures of teachers. Allow students and staff to guess who’s who, and vote on the cutest baby, best hair, funniest expression, etc. by donating to Pennies for Patients. 

Movie Night 
Sponsor a movie night. Students and their families are invited to watch a movie shown on a large screen outside or in the gym. Charge an entrance fee at the door and provide popcorn and soda during the movie. 

Bagging Groceries 
A no-risk fundraiser that also builds goodwill in the community. Contact a local supermarket and arrange for NHS or Student Council members to serve as grocery baggers. Place tip jars at each register and ask for contributions.

Pennies for Popcorn 
Does your school have a popcorn machine or can you borrow a popcorn machine from a local organization? Sell popcorn for $1 at lunch or after school. If your students can’t buy popcorn during a regular school day, they’ll be clamoring to buy it in support of Pennies for Patients!

Raffle Items
Contact local businesses and ask them to donate restaurant gift certificates, movie tickets, admission to a museum, etc. Then raffle these items off during lunch to support Pennies for Patients! 

Delay the Day
Catch some extra “shut eye” during first period! On a designated day, collect coins & cash in first period with the rule that the teacher has to count it all and class can’t start until they are finished!  
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
