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Every year thousands of children have to go to the hospital to receive long term treatments. Oftentimes the family accompanies them, but the hospitals tend to be far away from home. The Ronald McDonald House helps provide a home for these families in order to stay close to their loved ones.
		What can HOSA Chapters Do?				
The Ronald McDonald House already has a Pop Tab collection going, where each chapter gets one or more pop tab collection containers. Then we send them to the Ronald McDonald Houses in Wisconsin. It’s a great way of showing our support to the Ronald McDonald House and the families. 
Also the Ronald McDonald Houses are always in need of items to help make living there more comfortable. Such items include:
· Board games
· Stuffed animals and dolls
· Books for various reading levels
· Puzzles
· Video games (rated E)
· Movies (rated G)
· Balls and outdoor games
· Paper products (facial tissue, toilet paper, paper towels)
· Trash bags
· Aluminum foil, plastic wrap and sandwich bags
· Laundry detergent and fabric softener
· Cleaning products (sponges, dishwashing liquid, dishwasher detergent)
· Bath and bedroom items (towels, shower curtains, sheets and pillow cases)
· Personal care products (deodorant, floss, toothpaste, soap, shampoo, conditioner)
· Entertainment products (games, movies, books, art supplies)
· Long-distance phone cards
· Gift cards for local grocery stores and gas stations
· Greeting cards and postage stamps
· Gift certificates to local grocery stores and department stores (Target, Wal-Mart)
· Transportation vouchers (buses, taxis, trains)
· Passes to museums, cultural and sporting events
· Contact the Chapter in your area to get a specific wish list for your local House

The Ronald McDonald House also accepts all non-perishable food, so your local HOSA Chapter may want to host a food drive as well.
