School Year (SY) 2016-17 Wisconsin USDA Foods Order Survey #2

Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction (DPI) was recently notified by U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) that they will be allowing Wisconsin to spend additional SY 2016-17 entitlement dollars. These additional entitlement dollars are a result of several USDA Foods purchasing cancellations, as well as a decrease in USDA’s purchase price for a wide-variety of USDA Foods. Based on availability, USDA has determined the list of USDA Foods available for which additional spending is allowed.

Based on this USDA availability, DPI will be offering an additional SY 2016-17 USDA Foods ordering opportunity, SY 2016-17 Wisconsin USDA Foods Order Survey #2. The ordering period for the SY 2016-17 Wisconsin USDA Foods Order Survey #2 is Thursday, September 1, 2016, through Friday, September 16, 2016. All SFAs who want to receive additional USDA Foods during SY 2016-17 MUST place this second order survey by September 16, 2016.

The following product categories will be available on the SY 2016-17 Wisconsin USDA Foods Order Survey #2: beef, cheese, chicken, pasta, pork, and a limited amount of fruit and vegetable products. These additional product categories include brown box, state-processed finished end products and direct diversion bulk USDA Foods. The brown box USDA Foods will be available for March 2017 through May 2017 delivery. The state-processed USDA Foods will be available for February 2017 through May 2017 delivery. For the direct diversion bulk USDA Foods, availability will vary by processor. Therefore, SFAs committing additional direct diversion bulk pounds will need to verify with processers regarding availability of finished end products from additional bulk pounds committed. The Inventory Carryover Policy SY 2016-17 will still apply to any additional bulk pounds committed.

Only SFAs with remaining entitlement dollars will have the opportunity to request additional USDA Foods for SY 2016-17. However, to maximize the number of SFAs that can request USDA Foods on this additional order survey, DPI has increased the USDA Foods per meal rate in the Wisconsin USDA Foods Ordering System to $0.369.
This exceeds the published USDA Foods per meal rate of $0.23, as well as the $.3229 USDA Foods per meal rate provided on the SY 2016-17 Annual USDA Foods Order. The SY 2016-17 Annual USDA Foods Order was previously placed February 15, 2016 through March 4, 2016.

Each SFA with remaining entitlement dollars will have the opportunity of determining how to spend their additional entitlement dollars. To accomplish this, each SFA will need to access the Wisconsin USDA Foods Ordering System and place the SY 2016-17 Wisconsin USDA Foods Order Survey #2. The system will allow SFAs to order up to 105 percent of their new entitlement figure.

When placing this order, please keep in mind that these products are in addition to the USDA Foods ordered on your SY 2016-17 Annual USDA Foods Order. Information on your original SY 2016-17 Annual USDA Foods Order is available in the Wisconsin USDA Foods Ordering System, Program Year 2017, “Survey” tab, “View” link.

Additional Department of Defense (DoD) Fresh Produce Program entitlement dollars will also be available on this additional order survey. All SFAs with remaining/unspent entitlement dollars will have the option of designating unspent entitlement dollars towards DoD (regardless of whether your SFA committed dollars to DoD on the original SY 2016-17 Annual USDA Foods Order). There will be a minimum $400 entitlement commitment on the order survey for DoD. Any entitlement dollars committed towards DoD on this additional order survey will need to be used up by the end of SY 2016-17. Any entitlement dollars committed to DoD on the SY 2016-17 Wisconsin USDA Foods Order Survey #2 should be available for ordering starting in December 2016.
