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Aid Information

· Aid Information – Resources related to general and categorical aids paid by DPI, includes worksheets and payment schedules
· Aid Payment Information – Aid payment schedules by District.  
Aids Register – The Aids Register is a listing of all aid payments made by DPI to the school districts.  The aids register is updated every Friday to reflect the most current payments made to the district.  Also included under this link is the aids register coding listing which assigns revenue source codes and project codes to state and federal programs.  
Audit/Auditor Info – Information relevant to the audit of the districts financial statements and membership audits.  Included here is a list of all auditors providing audits to school districts in you area.  
Basic Facts – Statistical data and reports about Wisconsin elementary and secondary schools.  
Benefit Trust Fund – Information the district will need to consider in order to deal with OPEB (Other Post Employment Benefits) and the establishment of an employee benefit trust fund.  Included here is information related to the effect of OPEB equalization and categorical aids.
Budget Hearing & Adoption – Excel worksheets formatted for the district’s budget publication in accordance with state stat. 65.90.  
CESA / CCDEB – Information relevant to CESA (Cooperative Education Service Agencies) and CCDEB (County Children with disability Education Board).
Community Service Fund – General guidance regarding the establishment of community service funds
Comparative Cost/Revenue – Revenue and cost benchmarks to be used as analytical tools.  
· Comparative Revenues – Revenues by district from federal, state and local sources included property tax levies.

· Comparative Cost – Expenditures by district for educational costs, total district costs, and current educational costs.
Coop Agreement 66.0301 – One or more districts participating in a co-op program to provide instruction or services.  Guidance for participating districts and agent district.  
Data Warehouse – Repository of school finance data including district profiles, standard reports, custom reports and data down loads.  
Days/Hours of Instruction – Tools, worksheets and guidance to assist the district with reporting the days and hours of instruction scheduled in compliance with state statute 121.02.
Debt Reporting – Instructions for on line reporting of debt through SAFR.  Includes information on $1M Bonding Limits, TEACH loans, and Qualified Zone Academy Bonds (QZAB)
Fees – Guidance and statutes on charging user fees.  Included here are regulations regarding fees charged for summer school.  
Finance Statutes – Link to the Wisconsin State Legislature - Legislative reference bureau.  Look up state statutes, administrative codes, etc.   
Finance Terms – Glossary of terms and acronyms commonly used in school finance.

Indirect Cost - Indirect cost plan and rate for charging indirect costs to federal programs. Form PI-1161 must be completed if the district wished to charge indirect costs to federal programs.  An optional section on the PI-1161 allows the district to request adjustments to the rate.  
Mailings/List Serve – Mailings to districts back to 2003.  Included here are all past School Financial Services Informational Bulletin List Serve messages and link to subscribe.  Do it!!
Maps - Maps of Wisconsin presenting relevant statistical data comparisons by district.  For example: “Percentage change in State aid from 06-07 to 07-08.  

Membership Reports – General counts instructions and resources for filing the district’s Third Friday in September and Second Friday in January membership count.
