COMMUNITY PROGRAMS AND SERVICE FUND REPORTING TOOL AVAILABLE:  The School Financial Services (SFS) Team has created an on-line survey for districts to use for the purpose of reporting the Community Programs and Services Fund (Fund 80) planned expenditures and levy for the 2013-14 school year, as required under 2013 Wisconsin Act 20 (Act 20). Districts will enter the School Financial Services Fund 80 Survey via a link from the SFS Team’s “Community Services Fund” website (see address below).
Districts that have not yet submitted a Fund 80 report to the DPI are asked to use the on-line Fund 80 Survey as the means to report the required Fund 80 information. Using the survey as a reporting tool will ensure that all districts provide the full information required under Act 20 and will allow for consistency in reporting by the SFS Team, both on the DPI website, as well as to the Joint Committee on Finance, as required under Act 20.

Districts that have already submitted a Fund 80 report to the DPI will not be required to re-enter the Fund 80 information into the Fund 80 Survey. However, the SFS Team intends to populate the Fund 80 Survey with the information from districts that have already submitted reports in order to include the Fund 80 information from all reporting districts in the same format. SFS Team staff will be contacting those districts that have already submitted a Fund 80 report to DPI to discuss the option of either district-entry or SFS Team-entry of the Fund 80 information (from the report on file with DPI) into the Fund 80 Survey (note that the district will retain responsibility for the data entered into the Fund 80 Survey on their behalf and may be contacted to assist in providing missing information). The date of the district’s original Fund 80 report submission will be retained to ensure that the district does not appear to be out of compliance with the 10-day reporting window specified under Act 20.

Upon completion of the Fund 80 survey, districts will have the opportunity to view and print the district’s responses from within the survey tool.  District responses from the survey will be converted to a single report that will be published to the DPI website (SFS Team – Community Service Fund page). SFS Team staff will update the report on regular, weekly basis. Therefore, depending on what point during the week a district completes the survey, it may take up to one week before the district sees its survey responses in the Fund 80 Report that the SFS Team publishes on the DPI website.  This will NOT affect the district’s reported date of submission, thereby ensuring that the district does not appear to be out of compliance with the 10-day reporting window specified under Act 20.

Please note that under Act 20, if a district modifies the amount to be levied into Fund 80 from what had been approved by the board and reported to DPI, the district will be responsible for submitting that modification to DPI.  In this situation, a district would report the modification via the survey tool.
