REMINDER –TRANSFER OF SERVICE REPORT:  The “Request Log for 2013-2014 Revenue Limit” is now on line for viewing. To view this link, go directly into the Transfer of Service webpage at: http://sfs.dpi.wi.gov/transfer-service .  The Special Education and LEP amounts shown are calculated from the Part C Summary submitted on-line as of the timestamp near the top of the page.  The reduction was calculated from the amount the district self- identified as a savings on Part B of another district’s request.  Before contacting DPI with questions concerning any discrepancy of expected amounts, check the Part C Summary for accuracy in the TOS on-line report.

Districts had until August 30st to submit the TOS Summary on time, which is the final required step for the actual TOS request. Without this Part C being submitted, there is no TOS request. There is a separate Part C Summary required for Special Education and Limited English Proficiency.  Due to the new application, submission and amendments to the TOS Part C Summary will be allowed until September 20th.
