SCHOOL FINANCIAL SERVICES TEAM – DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC INSTRUCTION – SCHOOL FINANCE BULLETIN #545, February 14, 2014
YOUTH CHALLENGE ACADEMY (YCA) NOW OPEN: The PI-1563YCA, the Youth Challenge Academy Report, is to be completed by each district that had students attending in either the Fall 2013 or current Spring 2014 semesters. The report is due March 14, 2014. The YCA is a program for at-risk youth operated by the Department of Military Affairs at Fort McCoy. Districts with residents enrolled should have received a letter from Fort McCoy identifying the residents that have been enrolled. 

Resident districts are able to count for membership and revenue limit purposes the students that attend this program, as the district is financially responsible for the cost of this program for these students. The final equalization aid payment in June, 2014, is adjusted for the per-pupil cost.

To access the PI-1563 YCA report, log into your district’s SAFR portal at http://www2.dpi.state.wi.us/sfssafr/default.aspx and go to either the “Status and Due Dates” or the “Non-Financial Data Home.” For each semester and for each resident listed, please answer the questions for the student names presented. Sometimes, these students will be in your seats on the count dates AND also attend the Academy. To ensure the students are not double-counted, we ask for additional information regarding each student’s enrollment dates in your school.

NEW SCHOOL FINANCE CONSULTANT: Carey Bradley will be joining the School Financial Services Team on Monday, February 10th, as our newest school administration consultant. 2013-14 PER PUPIL AID: 2013 Wisconsin Act 20 created a new state aid program in which all school districts are eligible to received $75 per Revenue Limit member for the  2013-14 school year ($150 per member in 2014-15 and following years, under current law). Each district’s eligibility for aid under this program will be determined by multiplying a district’s “Current Membership Average” used in the 2013-14 Revenue Limit Calculation (Line 6) by $75. The SFS Team will determine districts’ aid eligibility by March 7, 2014, in order to ensure adequate time for processing of the aid payments.  Payments will be distributed to school districts on March 24th (per state law, the fourth Monday of March).

In order to meet the statutory payment date in March, the SFS Team must determine aid eligibility prior to the deadline for 2013-14 Membership Audits (May 1st).  Hence, there may be adjustments to a district’s aid eligibility (e.g., resulting from a change in membership that affects the district’s 2013-14 Revenue Limit Current Membership Average). Adjustments to Per Pupil Aid eligibility due to membership changes that occur after the initial aid eligibility determination in March will be applied to the following year’s Per Pupil Aid payment. MEDICAID PAYMENT CODING: The spring WUFAR update will include a revision to the coding of Medicaid revenues to address problems that payment schedules have created for districts’ IDEA Maintenance of Effort (MOE). Beginning this fiscal year, the Department of Health Services is having the payment vendor, Forward Health, print banner messages on Medicaid Administrative Claim (MAC) or cost settlement checks. If a direct payment from Forward Health is identified as MAC or cost settlement, it is now coded to Fund 10, source 780. If it is not identified as either of those, then it is an interim School-Based Services (SBS) payment coded to Fund 27, source 780. (CESAs administering district claims are also required to identify transited payments in the same manner—a MAC or cost settlement payment from CESA is coded to Fund 10, source 581, and an SBS payment is coded to Fund 27, source 581.) Districts, vendors, and Medicaid administrators should submit SBS claims as timely as possible to ensure revenues are booked in the correct year.
