TRANSFER OF SERVICE (TOS) REQUESTS DUE FRIDAY, AUGUST 29: Transfer of Service requests are due by August 29. This includes the TOS Part C Request, which is the final required step for the actual Special Education or Limited English Proficiency (LEP) TOS request. There is a separate Part C for Special Education and LEP. An exemption cannot be processed without this “Part C” step.  Amendments to the TOS Part C can be made at any time prior to the due date.  

Each school district who has submitted a TOS Part A request is encouraged to verify that the information in Part C is correct.  Check the values the district entered in the “New Costs” column for accuracy and if additional staff (instructors or aides) is included in the requests, the “New FTE” column has been completed accurately.

AIDS REGISTER:  The new Aids Banking System went live on August 11th, and the Department did not realize that the food program reimbursements for public agencies were not posting.  We are now aware of the problem and are working to resolve it.  If you have received a higher dollar amount deposited than is reflected on the aids register, please be patient and check again in a few days. PI-1506-AC APPROVAL PROCESS: Due to the high number of revisions to the PI-1506-AC last year after submission, DPI will be changing the approval process for this report.  During the DPI review of the PI-1506-AC, DPI will check to see if the district has any remaining errors in the PI-1505 Annual Report.  DPI will not approve the PI-1506-AC until all errors in the Annual Report are resolved.  Please understand that DPI must review and approve all PI-1506-AC reports.  When the majority of these reports are submitted around the due date, this process takes a little longer and we approve them as quickly as we can in the order they were received.  An e-mail will be sent to the district and auditor when the PI-1506-AC has been approved and the district can then go in and submit their annual report.

We are also asking that auditors do not submit the PI-1506-AC until they are reasonably certain the numbers are accurate and won’t lead to more changes if the Annual Report has not been finalized.  If the due date is approaching and there are outstanding audit issues, please do not submit the report just to have it submitted on time.

REMINDER – REPORTS CLOSING ON AUGUST 29TH: Districts are reminded that the following reports will close on August 29:

PI-1505-AC: data from this report is the basis for the calculation of district 2013-14 shared costs figures that will be used for the October 15 Aid Certification for the 2014-15 school year.

PI-5000 – Transfer of Service (TOS): data in this report is used to determine whether a district may claim a TOS exemption for its 2014-15 Revenue Limit calculation.

NEW REFERENDA REPORTING REQUIREMENT:  The 70 day deadline for passing a resolution to hold a referendum on November 4, 2014 is almost here and state law requires a school district to notify the DPI within 10 days after adopting a resolution to hold a referendum.  The Government Accountability Board (GAB) is also required to post the referenda questions to the Statewide Voter Registration System (SRVS).  In addition to the copy of the signed initial board resolution that the DPI already collects, we are now asking for districts to send us a copy of the ballot question so we can forward that to the GAB.  The district also still needs to enter the referendum on the School Finance Reporting Portal.  If you have not submitted your referendum information to DPI for a passed resolution, please send the resolution and referenda question to Michele Gundrum at michele.gundrum@dpi.wi.gov.
