FINAL 2015-16 GENERAL AID ELIGIBILITY: General Aid Eligibility for 2015-16 has been calculated using audited 2014-15 Annual Report data and final state guarantees. On October 15, 2015, estimated 2015-16 aid eligibility was calculated based on the PI-1506-AC reports. Differences that result from comparing the October 15, 2015 estimated aid eligibility and the recalculated final aid eligibility are 2015-16 aid adjustments. By statute, 2015-16 aid adjustments are added to or subtracted from a district’s 2016-17 September equalization aid payment (payment date is September 19, 2016) and will be incorporated into the district’s October 15, 2016 estimate of 2016-17 General Aid. The adjustments are considered 2016-17 revenue.

FINAL 2015-16 REVENUE LIMIT CALCULATION: The Department of Public Instruction is required by law to calculate each district’s final revenue limit for compliance with Section 121.92(2), Wis. Stats. Each district's 2015-16 final revenue limit worksheet will be available this afternoon using June 3, 2016 data on file at the department. The worksheet reflects updated membership figures resulting from membership audits and district corrections.
