2010-2011 PI 1505 SE - Special Education Annual Report – Opens July 15-Due September 30
The PI-1505 Special Education Annual Report for reporting 2010-11 expenditures will open on Friday, July 15 and is due Friday, September 30.  Reports will be submitted online.  Please note that the due date is later this year.

Again this year, your CESA’s special education teacher and staff licensure information is available on the team’s website.  You may find three listings of licenses for your agency:  “School Age Parent Educators,” “Educators without Valid Licenses,” and your CESA’s “Educators with Valid Licenses.”  This information is important for special education aid eligibility and is used by your agency’s auditors. 
The report and license information are located on each CESA’s “Financial Data Home” page link within the “School Finance Reporting Portal” at http://www2.dpi.state.wi.us/sfssafr/intro.aspx.  Click on the “CESA & CCDEB Log in to Submit Data” link and select your CESA.  

For the report, select the “Financial Data Home” link; select the “Special Education Annual – PI-1505 SE” link, click on “Show Login” and enter your ID and password.  
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For the license information, select the “Financial Data Home” link and then click on the “FY2010-11 Educator License Information” link, input your CESA ID and password.  

The ID and passwords are the same as in previous years.  If you forgot your ID and password, contact Michele Tessner at 608-267-9218.  

Wisconsin Act 221, directs the department to determine the percentage of salaries/fringes of licensed nurse, psychologists, social workers, and guidance counselors that are eligible for state special education categorical aid.  The Wisconsin Act 221 Addendum Excel workbook no longer needs to be sent to DPI.  The Wisconsin Act 221 Addendum is now completed online within the PI-1505-SE.  This year, there are also edits built into the PI-1505-SE to check the Wisconsin Act 221 calculations and to ensure the correct amount is being coded to project 011 for each of the functions.  For the LEA’s with Act 221 employees in Package Programs, the salary and benefits for the Package Program will be accounted for separately in the Package Cost Addendum and those expenditures should not be included on the Wisconsin Act 221 Addendum.

PI 1523 (CESA) and PI 1511 (CCDEB) Annual Report Due November 15, 2011
The PI 1523/1511 Full Financial Annual Report is filed to comply with state statute.  The filing of the annual report is the same procedure as last year. 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2010-2011 High Cost Special Education Aid Eligibility
A mix of state and federal discretionary funding totaling $5.5 million is being sent to 134 local education agencies (LEAs) for services they provided to students with severe or multiple disabilities.  High Cost Special Education Aid will go to 130 school districts, two cooperative educational service agencies (CESAs), and two county children with disabilities education boards (CCDEBs) for services to 972 special education students whose educational costs exceed $30,000 per student.  Though $5.5 million is available for aid, approved claims for the High Cost Special Education Aid program totaled $10.5 million for costs incurred during the 2009-10 school year.  Aid payments will be prorated at 53 percent of costs.
