Data Definitions


IDEA Federal Discipline (formerly Unduplicated Count for Federal Reporting)
Note:  This section refers only to pupils with disabilities.

Grade Level Placement.  Report the grade level of pupils to be included in the IDEA Federal Discipline report.

Pupil ID.  Enter the ethnic/gender categories to be included in the IDEA Federal Discipline report.

Disability Code.  Report the primary disability code for the Pupil ID reported.  Since this section refers only to pupils with disabilities, districts must report a valid disability code for each record entered.

Number of Pupils with a Single Suspension and/or Single Expulsion of More than 10 Days.  Enter the number of pupils ages 3-21 by reported grade, pupil ID and disability code who had a single suspension of more than 10 days and/or a single expulsion of more than 10 days.  Include only out-of-school suspensions.  A pupil may be counted only once in this column (Column A on the worksheet).

Number of Single Suspensions and/or Single Expulsions of More than 10 Days.  Enter the number of times pupils ages 3-21 were subject to a single suspension/expulsion of more than 10 days by reported grade, pupil ID and disability code.  Include only out-of-school suspensions.  A pupil may be counted more than once in this column (Column B on the worksheet).

Number of Pupils with Multiple Short-term Suspensions Summing to More  than 10 Days.  Enter the number of pupils ages 3-21 by reported pupil ID and disability code who had multiple short-term suspensions (each 10 days or fewer) summing to more than 10 days during the year.  Include only out-of-school suspensions.  A pupil may be counted only once in this column (Column C on the worksheet).

Unduplicated Count.  Enter an unduplicated head-count of pupils by reported grade, pupil ID and disability code who were suspended and/or expelled for more than 10 days during the school year for any offense or combination of offenses.  Include only out-of-school suspensions.  A pupil may be counted only once in this column (Column D on the worksheet).

Note:  The Unduplicated Count should be an unduplicated count of columns A and C.  If a student had a single expulsion of more than 10 days and multiple short-term suspensions summing to more than 10 days, count that student only once in this column.
